It was a stiiiill. frail little woman that
walked out of the Tombs and up Cen-
tre street beside Deputy Sheriff Joe
Ilttrke this morning nnd entered the
broWflBtone court-hous- e. She was clad
In deepest bluck, but It could not add
to the gloomy appearance of the hagga-

rd-eye. little creature.
It was Mrv Fannie Korn, going to

the Court of General Sessions to an-
swer before Recorder Smyth 10 three
Indictments, the most serious of which
was that of murdering her own flnxen-haito- d

daughter Florence, six years old.
The others were assault and attempted
suicide, and tho story Is a most piti-
ful one.

Mrs. Korn Is the wife of Ernest Korn,
a salesman for Benedice & Gaftney,
the coffee merchants, of 1S1 DuaneBtrett.

She was the widow of William War-ing, a Hoboken diamond cutler, when
she married Mr. Korn, and she had twochi'drcn, Edwin and F'lorence Waring.on the afternoon of May 5 JanitorJohn McCann, of the flats at 101 West
SI street, where the Kornslived In comfortable circumstances,heard a childish voice crying "murder!'1

Rushing up the stairs he met EdwinVtniitig, eleven years old, who cried
o.it: "1 am shot and 1 am dying!"

"Whoever finds this please open It."
The envelope held two bills

and u rambling, Incoherent letter, slating
that the woman had suffered torture
sine,, last August from an incurable dis-
ease, and attributed her troubles to herhusband.

Her murderous attack on her children
she explained In this sentence: "I love
my children so dearly I cannot leave
them after me."

Little Florence died In a few hours
in Roosevelt Hospital, where Mrs. Kone
and her children were taken.

In the bill Veteran Oaffney was said

to have died at (US Flush. ng avenue,
March ID, 1S.1. The entire block at that
place is occupied by Moller & Schur-in.inn- 's

varnish factory.
"Mrs. McGuffney" receipted the bill

bv making her mark.
The bill was witnessed by three ficti-

tious persons, W. R. Hodges, Commis-
sioner of Heeds; P. McGulre and Mary
A. McGulre, of 629 Flushing avenue.

The receipt In tho County Treasurer's
ofTlce Is signed "John Russell, L.," pre-
sumably In the handwriting ot Super
visor rjarvey 1, 1.' on.

The check for the money Is Indorsed:
"John Russell, R. W. Corry, P. F. Con-
nolly."

Patrick F Connolly testified that
"Dick" Corry. now a fugitive from
Justice, came Into his saloon with Gaff-re-

und after having Connolly cash
the check for $S5 for Gnffney's burial,
treated tbe veteran to drinks.

Connolly and Oaffney did not know at
the time that Corry was spending the
money he had received for burying the
man he was buying drinks for.

Oaffney had known Corry for two
yerrs, and had placed his pension claim
in Oorry's hands.
