QUEER CASE OF MR. MARSH.

Was Evidently Wealthy and

Mysteriously Disappeared.

The death of James Marsh In

Roosevelt Hospital affords another
striking HI UK ration of how a
man of wealth. education and
evident refinement can come to this
great town, and suddenly disappear,
without questions helnjc raised.

Early in January, 1881, a
man, evidently about fifty years old,
engaged a room at the Wilton, 43 and
45 West Twenty-sevent- street.

He registered as James Marsh, and
brought with him two large trunks. It
was understood that he wa a lawyer
from ChlcagOi who had C01HC East as a
promoter of financial enterprises.

He was plentifully supplied with
money, and spent it lavishly. He had no
callers during the several weeks he re-

mained at the hotel, one morning he
t.ild Manager Streen that he was going
to New Jersey for three weeks.

He paid for his mom In advance for
that period. Then h' bought a padlock
and fastened his room door. He kept the
key.

.Marsh left the house and nothing was
heard from him for over a month, when
Manager Btrup received d letter, written
in a schoolboy hand, and purporting to
come from Marsh, saying that the
writer would soon return to the Wilton
ami ordering his effects to he left In
the rnnm until he came back.

That was th- - last Manager Btrup hard
from his mysterious guest. After eight
months had gone b the hotel people
forced the door of Marsh's room. His
effei-t- consisted r( expensive clothing
and a mass of legal papers, pertaining to
various business transactions.
