Foot of Canal Street Found in

Dep'.orablo Condition.

Nuisance Not Yet Abated at Forty-accon- tl

Street.

The Health Department nnd Depart-
ment of Docks, to all appearances, have
combined to compel the F orty-svo:i-

Street and Urand Street Railway Com-
pany, with premises fronting on the
Hudson River, between Forty-secon- d

and Korty-thlr.- 1 streets, and the New
Jersey Steamboat Company, which has a
dock at the foot of Canal street, adjacent
to the Street-Cleanin- Dock, to abate cer-
tain alleged nuisances detrimental to
public health.

The matter of the Forty-secon- d Street
Company is already familiar to the pub-
lic. Tho slip between Forty-secon- and
Forty-thir- d streets has been declared a
nubile disgrace and nuisance, and a
hearing of the matter Is on foot for Mie
next Hoard of Health meeting.

The dock at the foot of Canal street
Is more recent. Mayor tlllrnv called
Health Commissioner Krtson's attention
to the subject yesterday, and requeated
that he nnd Dock Commissioner .1. Ser-
geant Cram Investigate the matter this
morning.

Moth Commissioners started for the
scene In one nf the Dock Department's
launches early this morning, and. arriv-
ing there, made a casual survey of the
dock In question.

Commissioner lldson said that It be-

longed t" the New Jersey St. ami t

Company, nnd that a line of Albany
boats landed there.

The dock was found to be In a deplor-
able condition. Dr. lldson sail.
the dock quantities of refuse were
found In process of decomposition and
absolutely precarious to health. In fact.
Just such a nest as cholera germs would
llirhl. ii'i

Dr. Edson said that the dock would
have to be placed in a better sanitary
condition Immediately.

A big sixteen-foo- t sewer empties much
of the refuse In the river, but the Dock
Iiepjrtment Is now extending this con-du- ll

further Into the river, and that
patt of the nuisance will be BtoppCd.
Tile Is now allowed lo float on
shore at ebb tide and putrlfy.

Tbi steamboat company will be aaked
to dredge under and about the dock and
nil In with fresh earth. This Is the
nnlv way. It Is claimed, that the alle;e,
nuisance can be remedied.

The Commissioner", after Inspecting
the dock nt the .t of Canal f-ei got
Into the launch and steamed around the
Battery and up the North ltlver to the
pier nt the foot of Forty-secon- d street
Commissioner Bdaon said ha found the
nuisance at this spot to be something
worse even than h" expected.

There waB a very foul odor perme-
ating the air. and plenty of refuse lying
about the slip anl all along the BhorJ
between Forty-secon- d and forty-thir- d

itiee'.s.
Commissioner Kdannjejld the nuisance

must be abated Immediately. It Is. he
said, undoubtedly a Menace to public
health, and oerufinly a disgrace to the
city.
