Foot of Canal Street Found in

Deplorable Condition.

Nuisance Mot Yet Abated at forty-secon- d

Street.

The Health Department and Depart-
ment of Docks, to all appearances, have
combined to Compel the Forty-secon- d

Street and Grand Street Railway Com-
pany, with premises fronting on the
Hudson River, between Forty-secon- d

and Forty-thir- d streets, and the New
Jersey Steamboat Company, which has a
dock at the foot of Canal street, adjacent
to the Street-Cleanin- Pock, to abate cer- -

tain alleged nuisances detrltncntal to
public health.

The matter of the Forty-secon- d Street
Company Is already familiar to the pub-l.-

The slip between Forty-secon- d and
Forty-thir- d streets has been declared a
public disgrace and nuisance, and a

i hearing of the matter Is on foot for the
next Hoard of Health meeting.

The dock at the foot of (anal street
Is more recent. Mayor Gllroy called
Health Commissioner lvlson's attention
to the subject yesterday, and requested
that he and Dock Commissioner J. Ser-
geant Cram Investigate the matter this
morning

Hoth C jmmlsBloners started for the
scene In one of the Dock Department's
launched early this morning, and, arrlv- - '
log there, made a casual survey of the
dock In question.

Commissioner Rdflon said that It be-
longed to the New Jersey Steamboat
Company, and that a line of Albany
boat! lauded there.

The dock was found to be In a deplor-
able condition. Dr. Baton snld. Beneath
the dock quantities of refuse were
found In process of decomposition and
absolutely precarious to health, ln fact,
just such a nest ns cholera germs would
thrive on.

Dr. Kdson said that the dock would
have to be placed ln a better sanitary
condition Immediately.

A blc sixteen-foo- t sewer empties much
of the refuse In the river, but the Dock
Department Is now extending this con-

duit further Into the river, and that
part of the nuisance will be stopped.
The matter Is now allowed to float on
shore at ehh tide and putrlfy.

The steamboat company will be asked
to dredge under und about the dock and
fill In with fresh earth. This Is the
only way. It Is claimed, thot the alleged
nuisance can be remedied.

The Commissioners, after Inspecting
the dock at the foot of Canal street, got
Into the launch nnd steamed around the
Battery and up the North River to the
pier at the foot of Forty-secon- d street.
Commissioner Bdlon said he found the
nuisance at this spot to be something
worse even than he expected.

There was a very foul odor perme-
ating the air. and plenty of refuse lying
about the slip and all along the shore
between Forty-secon- d and Forty-thir- d

streets.
Commissioner Edson said the nuisance

must he abated immediately. It la, he
said, undoubtedly a menace to public

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WHO WAS THE MAN?!

A New Factor Appears in the
Death of Miss lhr.iwoll,

A Spaniard Occupied the Room Ad-

joining Hers at the Hotel.

The mystery surrounding the death of
Marie Hardwell, who was found In room
28 of the United States Hotel nn Wednes-
day morning last, with a bullet wound
ln her head, seems to become more un-

fathomable with every effort made '.o
solve It. A motive for suicide was fur- -

nlshed by Mrs. Murray, of 263 Klghth
avenue, with whom the girl lived for
two years. She says Miss Hardwell's
life had been a failure; the she had
been betrayed by a man named Taylor,
with whom she had llveu ln various
places, and that she had been an out-
cast from her family In consequence.

Heroic efforts to reform and lead a
new life did not serve In the least, she
says, to move the girl's family until
finally she grew tired of leading such
a miserable existence, and with a bul-

let ended all.
When the corpse was discovered tha

clerk and attendants in the hotel were
so excited that they could give no clear
account of anything. This morning
however, the night clerk, who was still
on duty, told what he knew to an
"Evening World" reporter regarding the
visit paid by Mrs. Murray to the girl
the night before the alleged suicide.

"It was about 9.30 o'clock," he said.
"I was Bitting here talking to the day
clerk when Mrs Mtirrnv, accompanied
by another woman, panie In and asked

Brooklyn Thieves Having a Har-ve-gt

President Cleveland arrived tn this
city early this morning from Buzzard's
Hay, on the Fall Klver line steamer
Puritan, accompanied by Becretary
of the Treasury Carlisle. Secretary of
War 1.am. nit.

William C. Whitney.
The party boarded the steamer at Fall

River, where Mr. Whitney nlso got on
board an 1 accompanied them to this
city.

Kx-S- t cretary Whitney left the Presi-
dent at thu pier, while the latter, with
the three members of his Cabinet nnd
Clerk OHrlen entered two carriages and
were driven to the Cortlandt street
ferrv of the Pennsylvania Railroad.

In n the carriages reached Jersey City
the Presidential rerty alighted and were
iarrle.1 up to the station on the elevator.

The private car of
Frank Thomso, , of the Pennsylvania
nallrond, was on one of the tracks, and
the party entered It. Hreakfast was
served In the car. and when the 8.13
o'clock Washington express pulled out of
the depot the President's tar was at-- i
tacheil to It

The President did not make his ap-
pearance after entering the ear, and
when the train started, he was still at
breakfHst

Hifore the train started an "Evening
World" reporter obtained an Interview
with Becretary Lamont. Asked what
action he thought Congress would take

Those who believe the block system to
he the best that could be devised for
keeping the streets clean condemn Com--
mlssloner Andrews's plan of economy, m
for a reduction of the force, they say. Is
boii. ul to render insufficient an otherwise
perfect system. H

Commissioner Brennan was allowed
l,34il sweepers and he always complained B
of having too small a force to carry out
the block svstem. Owing to heavy ex- -
pendltures ln other directions Brennan
had to reduce his force, and when hi
quit the department he had 1.260 men,
and very dirty streets. A further re--
duo'lon of '250 men by Andrews will, It
Is expected, cripple the department el- - D
together.

Mr. Andrews, after ten days' expert--
ence ln cleaning streets, hae declared
the block system the most expensive and
least effective, and he carries out hia
Ideas by making it Ineffective in reduo- - SIng his force.

The block system means thst each Hsweeper sh ill keep clean a block or
section, and the fewer sweepers there H
are the less territory is swept clean.

Mr. Andrews's sweeping reforms have H
taken the breath sway from the pro H
meters of the block system, the Mayor's
Advisory Committee, whi.-- h consisted H
of Andrew H. Green. Prof. Chandler, H
Mrs. Klnnlcutt and others, who gav. H
years of study and thought to the mat- - Bj
ter. All their labor and the good I
they have done appear to have been for
naught If Commissioner Andrews haa
his way.
