Great Damage Done and a Panic

The twin-scre- Iron steamboat Mon-

mouth, plying between the Atlantic
Hiphlands and Rector street In the Inter-

est of the Jersey Central Railroad Com-

pany, collided with the excursion boat
Waterbury, loaded with fishermen. In the
lower bay this morning during the dense
fog and a panic ensued.

The fleet to which the Monmouth be-

longs carries the major portion of the
residents of seasids resorts along the
Jersey coast. The trains loaded over BOO

people onto the Monmouth this morning,
and aha left her dock promptly at 8.26

o'clock.
The weather was clear and the sun

ahone brightly until the steamer had
' paaaed outside the Horseshoe and was

proceeding up the lower bay. Then a
thick bank of Impenetrable fog shut In

9m and It was difficult to see the length of
the steamer's deck.

The Monmouth Is built purely for pas- -

service and has three decks. The
passengers aa aoon as the fog set In
crowded to the forward decks and talked
over the possibility of a collision.

So loud was the tain on the upper deck
that Capt. Martin was compelled to or-

der strict silence. It was well he did so,
for no sooner had the voices ceased In
conversation than the sonorous whistle
of a steamer was heard through the
mist

First Officer Edward Pierce, who,
with the second officer, James A. Jones,
araa stationed far out on the bow of the
Upper deck, saig out:

"Steamer dead ahead, sir."
Capt Martin rang one bell to the en-

gineer. The engines slowed down, and' aa the whistle of the approaching
steamer came near the signal to stop
both engines was given.

Three sharp whistles, the signal for
"danger," were blown from the

and an answering three louts
came out of the mist dead ahead.

Capt. Martin gave the signal to re-
verse both engines at full speed Hardly
had this been done when the steamboat
Waterbury, loaded down with excursion-
ists to the Fishing Hanks, emerged from
the fog bank, bearing down on the Mon-
mouth, at what appeared to the

:i frightful Bpeed
The white foam from her reversed

paddle-wheel- however, proved that the
engines of the Waterbury were also
backing water.

As soon as It was seen that a colli-
sion was Inevitable a wild scramble took
place on the part of the passengers of
both boats.

The Waterbury came nearer and
nearer, until with a crash the two
steamers came together. The sound of
splintered wood and the cracking uf
window glass niaile a frightful sound.

Women screamed aloud In their terror
and the men were not much better off.

First Officer Pierce and Second ifllcei-Jone-

never turned from their posts, ex-
cept to calm the affrighted passengers.

"Keep cool!" shouted Pierce; "there
la no danger."

The frightened ctowd paid no heed,
and rushed pell-me- back into the cabin.
Then, to make matters worse, half a
dozen of the excursionists leaped from
the Waterbury to the Monmouth, thus
conveying to the passengers on the for-
mer the Idea that their boat was sink-
ing.

The Waterbury struck the Monmouth
head on. He bow swept the Joiner work
on the lower de. k of the Monmouth oft
as clean as though It had been done with
a knife.

The solid oak gunwale of the Mon-
mouth crashed through the itimsy parti-
tion of the Waterbury and mads kin-
dling wood out uC It. The flagstaff "f
the latter snapped and fell down In
the panic stricken crowd. The whole
lower part of the Waterhury's deckwas smashed to pieces and the brokeni pieces of wood rained down on theseekers after tlsh.

When the two vessels got clear. It wasseen that th waterbury was the worst
sufferer.

arm. fracturing one of the bones. Hie
face was scratched.

Policeman Randell. of the Leonard
street station, took him up to Chambers'
Street Hospital, where his wounds were
dressed.

A peculiar feature of the accident was
that no entry was iade of It on the book
of he Chambers Street Hospital.

Another collision happened at the
foot of Uarclay street at 7 30 o'clock.
The screw ferryboat liergen, of the
Hoboken Ferry t ompany, was going out

In. The lattei was well loaded withpassengers Few were on the Bergen.

Before the boats struck the fog hornswere Bounded and engines reversed, hut
not In time to avoid the accident. The
boats struck head on, and the shock
made every timber tremble. There was
plenty of excitement here. too. but it
subsided eomewh.it when the Orange
backed out and lt the Bergen pass.

The passengers were not landed at
the proper slip, but further up the river.
To add to the confusion, a blockade of
trucks took place In front of the ferry-hous-

and nil Kinds of wagons got
mixed up together In an apparently
hopeless manner.

The station-maste- r sent to the Church
street police station for extra police-
men. Through their efforts the block-
ade was lifted at 9. TO.

The ferry-boa- t Central, of the New
Jersey Central Railroad, left Its slip
foot of Liberty street at 8.30 A. M . fif-
teen minutes late.

In midstream the cattle boat Newark,
loaded to the water's edge with steers
and sheep, was seen In the fog coming
prow on for the ferry-boa- t.

It was too late to do anything with-
out fear of greater danger, and the
boats came together with a crash.

For a moment the passengers on
board, many of whom were ladles, be-
came panic-stricke- n and rushed back
into the cabins.

The Central was not Injured, hut the
Newark did not fare so well. The en-
tire side of tho boat was smashed, as
well as the Iron posts.

It was only a miracle that the railing
keeping In the cattle remained unbro-
ken, or a wild stampede would have oc-
curred.

The Central Is the boat that ran Into
and sank the steamer Atlas, in the
North River, and Is one of the staunch-
es: boats on the river.

The delay In running boats caused a
blockade at the various ferries in Jer-
sey City. At the Pennsylvania slips the
rear of a line of trucks turned Into
Washington street, three blocks from
the ferry, while In Exchange place the
vehicles stood four deep.

A similar condition prevailed at the
Hoboken ferry, the line of waiting
trucks on the Hoboken side extending
to Hudson street.

At the Pavonla Btreet ferry of the Erie
Railway the blockade was equally se-
ver, and n lengthv line of horses and
trucks patiently waited for safe passage
across the --Iver.

The ferryboat South Brooklyn, whichbelongs to the Thirty-nint- h Street,
South Brooklyn line, was In collision
this morning with the schooner Amelia
Heam, In midstream off the foot of
Whitehall street.

The South Brooklyn left Thirty-nint- h

Btreet at 8 o'clock, bound for her slip at
the foot of Whitehall street, this city.
She carried about 600 passengers, many
of whom stood out on the decks.

At that hour the fog had Just began
to lift, hut was still unite dense. The
ferryboat had slowed down some, but
was making good time.

After passing Governor's Island, and
when in midstream, the passengers on
the forward deck suddenly saw the
shape of a vessel In the fog dlrectlv
ahead. The distance was short and
the ferryboat was upon the vessel be-
fore Its speed could be stopped.

The pilot threw the wheel to star-
board, and when the ferry-boa- t struck
It was upon her side, fine was scraped
along the men's cabin and a part of her
railing and some of her Jolm-rwor-

were broken in. The schooner's bow-wa-

badly smashed, and she was towed
to Erie Basin for repairs.

The pilot on board the ferry-boa- t ssld
the schooner was ut anchor, and had
been anchored in midstream, contrary
to law, since yesterday. The officers
of the boat blame the people of the
revenue cutter, whose duty It Is to see
that all vessels take proper adchorages
In New York harbor.

On board the revenue cutter Chandler
It was said that the schooner was not
at anchor In the middle of the channelyesterday, as alleged. They could not
see her this mornlg on account of the
fog.

NOT FOR MEDICINE.;

What Dr. Cantwell Says of the
Mercury in John Shann'a Body.

Indications Inconsistent with the

Defense's Theory.

The Accused Poisoner Wept lu Court
Tills Morning.

'IKKNTO.V, K. J., Aug. 11. --The trial
uf Mrs. M iitl- - Minim Is Incrvuslng In
Intcreet, principally ninong the womn
cf this city. At the opening of court
this morning the room contained the
usual crowd of spectators, but. uhllk''
the preceding days, the majority of
them were women.

It Is evident that Mrs. miuun Ih the
main uttructlou for them, as they take
U'lvanluge of every chance awarded
them to get a glimpse uf her, even re-

maining after the close of the bestiun
to aee her taken to her coll.

MtH. Sha ii u bears up exceedingly well
under the ordeal, although no one would
be surprise J to seo the trial temporarily
postponed on account of her Illness.
The court room Is not the best ventilated
plate in the world, the only air coming
from windows on either side, which, as
a r lie, are tilled with spectators.

Mrs. Shann's usual attitude lu court
Is with her fan hiding part of her fare,
and a gentle rocking to and fru with
her eyes closed.

At times she will evince eome Interest
In the testimony, but the greater part
of the time she Is dosing.

That her nerve Is something wonder-
ful Is plainly evidenced by the manner
In which she bears up while the doctors
are testifying to the horrible hacking
and mutilation the body of her son was
compelled to undergo lu order to satisfy
the ends of Justice.

To-da- however, she shed her first
tears when Dr. Krank V. Cantwell told
of disinterring the body and cutting
therefrom the several parts analyzed
by Prof. Cornwall.

As she watched the doctor a tear stole
slowly down her long, angular nose,
and u her daughter, Mrs. Mary 'Kelly,
attempted to wipe It away she made u

urotest.
There was considerable more medical

testimony ut this morning's session this
time from Dr. Frank V. Cantwell, the
County l'hyslclan, who performed the

examination.
He testified to going to Princeton

April 20 with the Coroner, and after
meeting Dr. Bergen they went to the
siiMim house and saw Mrs. Shann
After examining the body and finding
that the viscera had been removed he
Informed Mrs. Shann that he would
have to take It to Trenton. She offered
no objection, but asked that they await
until the arrival of her counsel, which
thev did.

Dr. Cantwell then told of the post
mortem. The body, he said, was terri-
bly emaciated, the fat having entirely
disappeared. All the organs of the
bodv were gone, except one kidney, the
bladder and the brain. He again per-
formed a post mortem on the body In
Rocky Hill Cemetery, after It had been
dislnterr.-d- . when he removed the parts
analyzed by Prof. Cornwall. He could
not tell how long the body had been
cut before he saw It.

"It could have heen done In ten min-
utes." said the doctor, "ajid it did not
require an expert to do the cutting."

Assistant Prosecutor W, Holt Apgar
usked Dr. Cantwell a hypothetical ques-
tion upon the testimony of Dr. Bergen
concerning the symptoms of John

and his treatment, and asked
what his opinion was as to the cause of
his death.

Mr. Hiaslev objected to this, on the
ground that the question did not contain
the fact that Di. Bergen gave other
medicines not Included In the question.

This was overruled, and exceptions
allowed. Mr Holt also made objections,
rs did also Mr. Vanderbllt. Tile Court
overruled all the objections and allowed
exceptions.

In answer to the question Dr. Cant-
well said that, taking the symptoms. It
was his opinion that John Shann died
from toxic gastric Inflammation or In-

flammation ot the stomach, due to
chronic poison.

"What do you mean by chronic?"
asked the Court.

"Poison administered during a long
period." was the reply.

Dr. Cantwell described the symptoms
of chrinlc poison, and they were utmost
precisely the same as those of John
Shnr-.n- .

The quantity of mercurv found In
Bhann'a body, the witness declared, was
not consistent with the mechanical ad-
ministration of thu drug. The dose ofmercury might be from half a grain
twice a day. down. From the amount
adrninlstsrso to shann by Dr. Bergen
they would no' likely find as much ol
ll as the analysis did.
