Heard From.

Twenty-five miles southeast of Phoenix
Island, right in the track of ocean-going
vegnels, llen the wreck of an unknown
schooner, ‘The three masts stick out
of the water about twelve feet.

The fuct that thers wus n sunken
wieck In such closs proximity (o this
port was not made known until this
morning when the New Jeraey pllot-boat
Elbridge T. Gerry got In. The cap-
tamn at orice went tn the pllot ofMes, 15
Hinte street, and reported his discovery.

There was no wreckage of any kind,
he snld, so far as he could find out that
would throw any light upon the jdentity
of the wvessel, Nelther were there any
dead bodles found floating near. An in-
vestigation will be made, and, pending
the ruising of breaking up of the wreck,
n bell buoy will be attached to warn
approaching vessels of the danger.

Capt. Edwards, of the Bpermnacettl
Cove Life-Saving Statlon, reports that
at 830 o'clovk this morning he found
on the beach, directly opposite the sta-
tlon, the biody of o young man, which
he thinks was one of the fishermen lost
during the storm,

'he man was apparently about twen-
ty-five years of uge, dressed In light
trousers, ollékin jacket and  leather
boots, It may be that he was one of the
crew of the unknown schooner, all of
whom evidently perished, as nothing
hins been heard of them,

Phe ferrs that some of the pllot-boats
might have foundered were dispelled
this morning. Inqulry made at the Pilot
Otiee, ™ State street, ellclted the fact
that every one of the hoats out had
hesn heard from. Not one of them, It
w s sald, had suffered the slightest dam-
age, save the Fox, which had her bhow-
sprit carried away.
