on Saturday afternoon.

The officials of the institution are
making every effort to keep the fnct
from the public, an It in sgld that the
news will bring disappointment 10 thou-
sands nf anxious depositors, who have
been assured that the bank would re-
sume

The discharge of the emnloyoea. It is
Bald, was made by President Heth I,.
Kecney at the suggestion of Bank Bupt
Preston.

All the employees, including '.'ashler
.1. all, took their discharge philosophi-
cally. There were about a dosen of
them in ail.

The news that the employees
had been discharged Is regarded
by brokers as an Indication
that the hank sill not resume again.
The financial men were not surprised
that Mr, Vail had hern included in the
discharge wuh his subordinates, as it
is understood that he Is not liked per-
sonally by some of the directors,

I mediately after the discharge of t he
employees, Bupt, Preston employed

Teller Janus ii. lawsou to
carry nn the examination of the books,
and Issued an order to th- man on guard
ai the door that hereafter no one hut
President Kecney should be admitted.
The directors Of the bank will meet In
Mr. Dykman's office this afternoon, to
hear President Keeney's report in re- -

fard to whether the bunk will resume,
t said, on good authority, that Mr.

Preston hue proposed to permit the bank
to resume, providing the directors can
raise a certain amount of money.

President Keeney received this propo-
sition about a week ago, and It Is ex-
pected that he will make his report to-
day. The amount to he raised is said
to be very large.

It Is also said that Mr. Preston stipu-
lated that Cashier Vail was not In be re-
employed. Some business men In Brook-
lyn think that the discharge of all the
employees Implies that President Keeney
nan been unable to raise the necessary
amount.

DOCK RATS FOND OF TRAVEL.

Soma of Them Said to Hava Been
Around the World,

" Look st that rat "
The rodent was crawling up a ship's

hawser at Hush stret. No money
could have swung himself with greater
ease or more quickly than did the rat.says the Chicago Tribune, and almost
before any one could turn to look it had
disappeared over the vessel's bow.

"The Chicago docks are swarming
with rats1 said the man who had spo-
ken. He was taking an after-di- n tier
smoke with some friends and watching
the saucy llitle lugs swing the great
lake i raft alongalde the wharf. He had
been a seaman and a captain for many
years and was fond of prowling about
the docks

" Wharf rata,1 he continued, " get on
board ship Just In the way you saw
that fellow climb Up, I have seen them
run on tn a vesagl by the dozen, skip-
ping up the ropes so quickly that three
Or four score of them would tic down
the hatches before any effort could bo
made to stop ihe invading swarm.

" Now. there is, a queer thing about
dot k rats. Sometimes they all leave the
ducks lure and make for other ports. I

have seen the time when you could not
find one of them OU the.se docks in a
month, and I have seen them here at
other times as they are now, in great
SWarmS, It depends Upon the food In
port or Its scarcity at other places.

"We could always tell when we hsd a
few or many of the pests on board. The
rats do no! as one would suppose, re-

main on the ship but they get off at
various ports, and. after remaining
awhile, ship on some other vessel for
another voyage. The water rats, or
wharf rata, are great travellers, and
make frequent voyages around the lakea

land even around the world as I dis-
covered while engaged in West India
service.

"There are here now rats from almost
every part of the globe. Why, 1 saw
four colossal Jamaica rats, with their
white bellies skipping about in the
moonlight a few weeks ago, and only
yesterday I killed two Indian male rats
not 800 feet from where were standing.

"Bats are great climbers when they
find It necessary to do so. Upon one of
my voyages not long ago we had a long
spell of warm weather afid there was
no water in the hold which the small
army of rats in hoard could get at.
One night w put some water up at the
cross-tree- s and alted for the result.

"Well, the rats just swarmed up the
ratlines and went for the water. Ve
killed as many of them as we could
an they came down and some of them
.lumped overboard and were drowned.
Hut we could not kill them all and a
few made the entire oyuge with us."
