SCHOONER IDA POTT ASHORE.

It Is Not Known Whether Any o
tba Crew Perished.

A despatch received to-d- by Wal-

lace &. Keeley. of Fulton Market, states
that the fishing schooner Ida Pott,
owned by the firm, went ashore on the
Delaware lireakwater at 3 o'clock this
morning.

There were six or eight men on board.
and It Is not known whethsr any of
them perished.

The schooner was said to be pounding
heavily, anil unless the wind abated
and the seas calmed down. It was stated,
she w ould go to pieces.

Inquiry at the office of the Pilot
Commissioners reveals the fart that the
pilot-boat- s are all safe, and no loss
of life Is reported.

The Maritime has as yet
received no official notification of dlt-- '
aster to shipping by the storm. The
reports are meagre.
