Yet the Elevated Guards Threw

Him Bodilj Dowsntairs.

Still In a Serious Condition from
His Injuries.

Kdwanl '. M'yor. the victim nf the
aliened lnut.il assault by two BltVKted
Railway employees st Ninety ninth
street and Third avenue station last
evening. Is better He has

consctoutnejfl anil is now lying
at his home, 2174 Third avenue, in h
bruised and hattered condition.

It fVas feared last night that his skull
had been fractured, taut Dr. David
franklin, who has attended him, says
that this is not so, although Mr. Meyer
has suffered from a severe concussion
of the hialn.

This, together with his bruises and
contusions, and the fact that he has
been 111 for a long time past, renders
his condition still critical and he is
n t yet out of dunger.

Mr. Meyer Is the brother of 1'eter F.
Meyer, Itichatd t'rokor's partner in the
real-estat- e business. Mrs. Meyer said
this mornlg that she had as yet heard
nothing from her husband! brother, and
did not suppoHC he had heard of the
case until ints morning, tor she had
been so occupied with nursing her hus-
band that she had not been able to
send word to his family. Hesldes. she
was all alone, as they have no children.
There are two other brothers living In
this city

"When thev lirxt brought my husband
In last night," she said, "1 thought he
was dead. Four gentlemen csme with
him In a cab. and aM 1 know about the
Case Is what they told me.

"They did not give me their nsmes,
and 1 was ho excited that 1 forgot to
ask them, but they said they would

as witnesses against the brutal
tahimen who threw my husband down
the stulrs.

"Whut hey told me was that thev
had seen two men, vine a guard on the
train and the other a gateman hi the
station, drag my husband out of the
car. shake and pound him. and then
take him to the gateway and throw him
down the stairs.

"He fell to the bottom and luy uncon.
sclous on the steps. They said he
seemed to have fainted away In the
cars, and was not drunk, but sick.

They needn't have told me that, be-
cause 1 know thai my husband is not
a drinking man. He has been sick for
..ic last two months with n stomach
trouble, and has not been able to take
enough food to keep up his strength.

when they brought him In he was
terribly bruised on the head and fare,
and was unconscious. After Dr. Frank-
lin came he recovered consciousness a
fw moments, but could not tell any-
thing about the assault.

"When he came to himself this morn-
ing he told me that he left his work at
Forty-fourt- h street and Twelfth avenue,
where he Is employed in the Oock De-
partment, about t o'clock last night. He
was feeling very III. and before he took
tho cross-tow- n car on Forty-secon- d

street for Third avenue, he stopped to
drink a milk punch, thinking It might
give him strength to get home.

"He boarded the Elevated train at
Forty-secon- d street, and had to stand
up all the way to Eighty-nint- h street,
when he sat down in a vacant seat. He
Immediately became very sick at his
stomach and fainted away. He does not
recollect anything that occurred after
that until he found himself at home.

"One of the gentlemen who brought
him home says that at Ninety-nint- h

street the guard on the train shook and
punched him, and tried to make him
get up. As he could give no answer
the guard began to curse him. and.
Anally, with the assistance of another
mun from the station, they dragged him
out of the car in his helpless condition
and deliberately threw him down the
stairway.

"I do not know the names of the men
who were responsible for the outrage,
and have not yet made any attempt to
find them out. The persona who brought
my husband here did not know, hut I
think that the matter will be fully in-
vestigated."

The case had not been reported to the
police this morning, and at the One
Hundred and Fourth street station, '

which is only a few blocks away, the
sergeant in charge knew nothing about
it.

Mrs. Brown, colored, who lives near
the corner of Ninety-nint- h street, said
that she saw some people bring a man
down from the Elevated station and
lay htm on some beer kegs standing on
on the corner, about 7.30 P. M. yester-
day. He waa unconscious and was
blending from a cut across the forehead.
Borne one hailed a cab and the man
was put Into it, and It drove away.
There was no policeman around at the
time.

The employees of the Elevated road
at Ninety-nint- h street had evidently
been warned to say nothing about the
matter, for they disclaimed all knowl-
edge of the occurrence. It wus learned
that the name nf the gateman who had
charge of the platform after 7 o'clock
last evening was Flannagan, ami that
he lived somewhere In Brooklyn.

The station Is very high ibove the
street, and the flrst stairway leads from
the platform after passing through the
ticket office to a passageway about
twenty-liv- e feet long, which extends to
the side of the street, where another
flight descends. The flrst flight Is about
fifteen feet high and very steep. It
waa here that Mr. Meyer was flung
down.

Houiie Committee on Rules Will
Report a Drastio Order.

Opening a Way for the Federal

Elections Repeal Bill.

Caa Silver Parchase K sprat He Dis-

placed la tbe Seaate ?

WASHINGTON Sept. JO. The. House
tommlttee on Utiles this morning au- -

thorlzed. by a part yvote, the report to
the Ho'.so of what Is termed by Messrs.
lteed and Burrows, the minority of the
Committee, the most drastic measure
ever proposed lo any legislative body.

It provides that upon the adoption of
the order the Speaker shall proceed lo
call the committees for reports; and un-

til that order Is exhausted no motion
whatever shall be In order or enter-
tained by the (speaker.

.Mr. Morrow said: "in the Thirty
first Congress all that we ever did was
to cut off dilatory motions. Hut now, if
the Capitol should fall down or take
tire while the commlttcecs were being
called, we could not even take a recess.

"The Republicans will exhuust all the
means at their disposal to prevent the
Introduction of the report on the hill
to repeal the Federal Klectlon laws and
to defeat or delay the adoption of tho
order proposed by the Committee on

Rules."
After the Committee had formally

adjourned the majority members re-

mained In conference In the room of the
Speaker.

The further programme respecting the
Klectlon Repeal bill was discussed, and
It was stated afterwards by one of the
members that an order would probably
be reported for the considera-
tion of the bill, beginning Tuesday.

The length of time that shall be al-

lowed for debate has not yet been
flnallv decided upon.

A DARK MINT IN THE SENATE.

Can tha Repeal BUI Be Diaplaoad as
tbe Fores Bill Was?

WASHINGTON'. Sept. 20. The situa-
tion in Congress Is becoming decidedly
dramatic. For the first time In the his-

tory of the Government the spectacle is
presented of both Houses In a deadlock
on different lines at the same time, and
each prepared to enter upon a struggle
of physical endurance to accomplish the
purpose which the majority in either
chamber has in view

The difficulties which the House will
encounter In the preliminary stages of
debate on the Klectlon bill are likely to
prove much less serious than those with
which the Senate has been struggling
for four weeks.

The majority in the House has sim-

ply to secure the presence of a quorum
of its own members and keep them in
attendance, and the Committee on
Rules, aided from the chair by the
Speaker, will do the rest.

it is far different In the Senate. An
Incident in yesterday's debate In that
body has been productive of much seri-

ous comment outside the chamber, as
perhaps Indicating a serious possibility.

When Mr. Dubois, of Idaho, rose, In-

stead of Mr. Teller, to pick up the Voor-hee- s

gare of battle, ne remarked sig-

nificantly that even the silver Senators
might eventually be ao overcome by
Administration Influence as to be found
supporting the Democratic Senators In

their effort to pass the bill to repeal the
Federal Elections law.

That was the remark that disturbed
some of the oldest Senators. The Infer-
ence they draw from It Is that the silver
Senators hope to protract the debate
until the House has passed the Tucker
bill and then Join hands with the South-
ern Democratic Senators In voting to
take It up In the Senate, and thus dis-

place the Silver Repeal bill. Just aa the
Force bill was displaced In a former
Senate after being discussed for fifty
days.

Meanwhile, in both houses, all gen-

eral legislation will remain suspended
until a conclusion la reached on the
two topics daily becoming more closely
entwined with each other the repeal of
the Sherman law and of the Federal
Klectlon legislation.

The introduction of bills goes on, but
the committees simply receive them In

a perfunctory way and pigeon-hol- e them
for a future day.

Some pessimistic onlookers are In-

clined to think that If Chairman Wilson,
of Ways and Means, Is able to carry
out the present intention of Introduc-
ing a tariff bill by Nov. 1, that measure
will bl about in time to take the place
of the two topics now engrossing at-

tention.

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BUSTON FLYER 11 COLUS10N.

It Crashed Into a Freight Train
Near Lake Grinnell.

A Conductor Killed, a firena May
Isle; I'aaa.agera Kacape.

BBLVIDBRB, N. J.. Sept. SO. A col-

lision occurred this morning on the h

and Hudson Railroad, near Lake
Grinnell, between a Uoston " flyer" and
a freight train.

The locomotive of both trains were
thrown down an embankment. They
carried several cars with them. Two
Pullman coaches caught Are and were
ruined.

Andrew Herrick, the conductor of the
freight train, waa killed. He was a
resident of Wsrwlck.

Fireman Dunn was badly scalded and
may die.

The passengers all escaped without
being seriously hurt. Some received
slight Injuries by being cut by broken
glass.

Roth trains were running west over a
spur of the l'hipli end Hudson road,
extending from Uelvldere to Maybrook
Junction, N. Y. The ltoston trains are
switched at Maybrook Junction. The
collision waa caused by failure to flag
the ltoston "flyer." which crashed into
the freight train.

There were eleven coaches in the
"nyer.1'

Some of the freight cars were broken
into kindling wood.

After the wrecksge was cleared away
another engine took the remaining
coaches of the flyer over the New York,
Susquehanna and Western road.

A later report reached here to the
effect that the fireman of the "flyer"
was Injured, but not seriously, and that
some of the passengers were hurt.

The "flyer," it was said, continued on
its journey Inwards Washington, D. C,
over the New York, Susquehanna ami
Western road.

General Supt. olhausen, of the Jersey
Central and l.el.igh and Hudson Rail-
roads, said that he had been notified at
a o'clock this mornini: of the accident.

"According to my Information," he
said, "the Washington espress. which
left ltoston at 7 o'clock last night over
the New York and New England, had
run Into a freight train standing at
Ijike drlnnell. at about 6 o'clock this
morning.

"The train was a large one. and had on
three Washington sleepeis

"In the collision the conductor of the
freight train was killed and the fire-

man of the passenger train was In-

jured
"None of the passengers on the Wssh-Ingto-

express was Injured.
"The freight train must have been

several hours late, else the collision could
not have occurred."

Supt. Olhausen ssld he expected to
recehe further Information this after
noon.

The express takes the Philadelphia and
Reading road at Hethlehem. Pa., and
the Baltimore and Ohio at Philadelphia.
