In front
of 207 East Fiftieth street, the men were
seen to be moving a lot of boxes and
trunks from tbe house, and placing
them Into a wagon.

The policeman accoated the driver, and
was told that the men were moving.
and had to catch a train at the Grand
Central Depot at 6.M.

FhllHps hurried to the station, where
he got the aid of Roundsman Nugent
and Detective Murphy. They returned
to the house and placed the four men
under arrest Just aa they were leaving.f The driver waa the only one who es-
caped.
