SUGAR FAMINE IN CHICAGO.

Market Short One Million Parrels
end No Ro'lef in B'ght.

CHICAOO, Pept. 80. The Tribune this
morning says:

"sjupir is senrce In Chicago, so scarce,
In fact, that a famine confronts the
housewives of Chicago. Tliej are unable
to get the requisite amount for their
dally needs from the retail grocers, and
those d'lilers In town cannot obtain
enough sugar from the wholesale dealer
to supply even halt the demands of their
custom rs.

"Wholesale dealers say the refineries
are not turning out more than enough
sugar to supply half of the demand. Tne
representatives of the Bugar Trust say
the market Is short over 1,000,000 barrels
and that no relief can be looked for In
the near future.

"In th present state of things people
will have to tie contented with half ra-

tions of sugar until the supply picks
up.

"This famine Is felt quite severly In
every part of the city. It Is Impossible
for the wholesale grocers to do anything
to relieve the situation, as they have no
reserve stock on haul, and can only
dole out In small iputniltlcs the sugar
that they are able to get from the re-

fineries."

Of the wood; they furnish It at the
smallest possible expense and they keep
house, frequently living on 50 or 7b
cents a day. the tdfu being to show the
wretched tenants the beauty of cleanli-
ness and thlft. During the day they
make room to room visits and show
slattern women how to wash their chil-
dren, how to make coffee, tea and toast,
how to get something more satisfying
and apictrzlng for a dime than beer,
hi. how to keep house with less muney
than the husband earns. In the even-
ing these soldiers are at home; their
room Is Inviting, the d or Is open, andany neighbor is welcome. Instead of
prayers they have tea and biscuits.
they talk, not about the angels, but the
times, wi rk, price of coal and kindling,
and flannels, a nice way to cook eggs,
and the value tit oaten meal, properly
steamed, as a breakfast-dish- , if there
its la an accordion or a hand-orga- about
there Is mUSlC in the air, and they sing
songs that everybody knows. The good
accomplished In these natural ways
must be seen to be appreciated.

"Thesij helpful nsignt may not be
grammar cnolars. but their methods
are all right, their meaning Is under-
stood, and the' do things and reach a
Class ti at more Intelligent missionary
agents could riot accomplish.

'I must say that I like the cathedral
piles In an 1 ab ut New York. They
educate the country as well as orna-
ment the city, but they don't invite the
rn.LSses. they don't attract the poor.
they are not comfortable places for the
unfortunates to be In. und they are
not the resort of the friendless, hopeless
and homeless Most of these fashionable
churches are too elegant for every --day
us.- - Ail the Homan Catholic and manv

f the Bplicopal churches of .S w York
are open every day. but i doubt if a
pour mother, foots re and weary, went
in and put her baby and child on the
cushion to sleep that they would be
allows i to remain.

"Men and women are walking the city
streets In search of work, and, with
the exception of the parks, there Is ab
solute. y no place where irtey are wel-
come to rest n while 1 would like to
see more assembly halls; the churches
are tor tine for the poor tney are more
at home in the Salvation Army halls
than they are in what we are pleased
to call the Lord's house.

"What we need Is fewer religious sects
and more religious unity.
