Ing from sprinters for sprinten. 10 is sald that
there s no longer o demsmd for hores that can
run four-mile heats, and that instesd whnt s
wanted s a horse that ean leat other hormes ut
distanees shorter than s mile,

Many of the shrewdest and most experienced
turfmien deny  the truth of this stutement.
They say that the thomughbrod of to-day s ax
ruperior to the thoroughred of ten or twenty
or forty years ngo s the man of to-diy Is
superior to the men who dwelt In eaves; that
in recent voars oo revolution his been wrought
in the whole system of breeding borses, and
that the thoroughbred home can now run
fastor and stay longer than at any period in his
histary gince his ngcestors were brought over
o England from (he desertx of Asla.

The only question st issup s, in acquiring
wpeed hns he lost stamina?

The World suggests a practical test ty which
this question may be effectunlly answersd,

The recent remarkahble development of the
bieyele, due to the ndoptinn of the pueumatic
tire, furnishes n splendid opportunity o try
patisfactorily the endumnce of the thomugh-
bred,  Bleyelists cnn now cover & distance of
tweuty or twenty-five miles, almest as fast s
the average passenger train, If a thorough-
bred could bent a skilful bleyclist overns dis-
tance of, say twenty miles, 1t would prove be-
vond all dispute that our breed of horses hina
not degenernted,  The bost clnss of thorough-
btreds can run a mile in about one minute
and forty seeonds.  The (astest bleyelists cover
s mile golng a distance In & trifle less than two
minutes and thirty seconds.  If the moees were
left to & mile the borse would win withous an
effort. But at what avernge speed could a hone
Tun twenty miles? The question s altogether
one of endurmnee, not of speed,

The race would be more eatisfactory to turf-
men If an average thomoughbred could be se-
cuned o make the test, not o Domino or a Tam-
many, but s falr class selling pluter who would
more truly represent his race,

Now, can a thoroughbred home beat n bley-
clist? The pttempt his never been made with
a good mechorse In training, There have
been contests in the past where hunters and
