BURGLARS' HARD LUCK

In Kldnei s they might
have made a big haul of gold and silve-

The first place they entered was Bon-

ner's Jewelry shop. A COUplo of holes
Were drilled In the door close to the
lot k. Then the burglars sawed through
the door all around the lock and took
It off. They stole flOU worth of lace
pins, scarfplns and eardrops, and a case
of samples worth ITS.

(hi the same floor the burglars broke
Into the oMU-- of H. NeU leans, under-
wear manufacturer. Tho only thing
they got there was a gold pen out of the
desk.

Then they proceeded to the next floor.
where they forced open the doors of
Joseph A. Brantlgan's machine shop
ami I.. BertSCh'8, standard chalk marks.
In the former place the) got some tools,
but In Bertsch S they got nothing.

The whole fourth floor Is occupied by
Ostertag Brothers, manufacturers of pipe
ras.-s- The marauders spent considerable
time trying to effect an entrance Into
the shop. They succeeded In breaking
open the door leading Into the nftlct, but
couldn't Ret Into the shop, al'ho-ig- they
pulled out one of the staples of the lock.
The door, however, was braced on tne
inside, and they had to give it ip.

Then they wont up to the ne: floor
nnd tried to got Into tho shop of Otto
Hamper, manufacturer of metal goods.
The door there also relisted their ef-
forts.

They next tackled E T.. Ttolerts ma-
chine shop and tho Columbia Button
Works on the third floor. The doors of
both places were forced open. In Rob-
erts's place some locks were stolen. In
the button works the Durglars broke
open the desk and took a small sum of
money from the drawer.

On the top floor the burglars sawed
the luck out of the door leading Into
the office of Freldeurlch & Co., clothing
manufacturers, bul got nothing. They
also got Into the fancy box factory of
Rchoenemann & Rumpf, on the same
floor, They broke open the desk and
took out Jti and some pontage stamps
Thev also robbed the place of a lot of
tools.

The burglars used B nice fancy box for
a dark-lanter- it was found the next
morning charred and burned With half
a candle sticking in it.

Tho burglars must have been several
hours at work.

Capt Creedon has obtained n descrip-
tion o fthe two men from Jeweller Bon-
ner. He has hopes of arresting them.
