There were thirty-fou- r people
in the house starving--no- t only starving,
but In momentary dread of a contagious
disease, whose terrors were augmented
by the action of the Health Board. In
their despair these people wrote to "The
Evening World" for assistance; they
wanted food. "The livening World" re-

sponded promptly. It sent over a wagon-loa- d

of groceries. The people were wait-
ing eagerly, yearningly for the food,
but when the wagon drove up in front
of the house the poHce, under Instruc-
tions from the Health authorities, rtrova
It away. The Health Board, then shamed
into a humane course, pent food to the
quarantined people, whom they would
have left to die of starvation If "The
Evening World" had not gone to their
rescue.

The appeal of the suffering was again
In the breeze that moved "Evening
World's" sails as the cutter paased the
snow peaks of Winter. The poor of
New York suffered frightfully during the
cold months. Destitution's piercing cry
came from many quarters. Whole fami-

Not only was there no money for
food, but rents were In arrears, and the
few household articles that hail not been
sold or pawned were now to be turned
into the streets.

"The Evening World" undertook to
relieve this dire und widespread dis-

tress and succeeded. Money help was
solicited, and It was given by the public
to the amount of 2,nlo. But the raising
of a fund was only a small part of the
work. Clothing, boots, shoes and provi-

sions were obtained for and distributed
among the poor. A Relief Corps was
Organised, and the wants of all who
were reported at "The Evening World "

office were investigated, and. when found
deserving, relieved Those who were
able to work and willing had places se-

cured for them, and were once more
put on the road to comfort, if not to
prosperity.

The charity was known as the Tem-
porary Relief Fund. It covered the pe-

riod of intense cold during the months
of February and March. The money
collected was distributed Judiciously,

awful fate that she and her four chil-

and clothing In such abundance that she
thought she had been suddenly trans-
lated to heaven. She was given money
enough to enable her to start a Utile
business. The case of Mrs. Dressier,
who was supplied with artificial limbs,
and of Mrs. Brown and her child, be-

tween whom and starvation "The Even-
ing World" took a stand, are charities
of similar Import, and are but two out
of many of the same kind. The rescue
of little Joe MllltCl, Who was snatched
up by the Gerry Society whll" he was
accompanying his brother on a newspap-

er-selling expedition, belongs In this
category. it arrayed "The Evening
World" on the side of the weak
against the strong. The Society suc-
ceeded in having tlie child committed to
Its care, but the case was fought lu the
courts, nnd when the proceedings be-

came too warm for them the Society
grew alarmed and let little Joe go.
