His wife, who went to Chicago and
the World's Fair Saturday evening, is
hurrying across the country In response
to a summons, and her hlKhest hope Is
that her husband will still be alive when
she rem hs home this afternoon.

T. Bull, of 35 West Thirty-fift- stmet,
the phyilsan who attended Mrs. Marie
Nevlns Blaine, and who nursed her
through a long and painful Illness, mar-
ried her ehl n she had recovered, and
had be.n divorced from James t,;.

A lad died two weeks ago, and his
parents, whose names are withheld, de
sired un autopsy to settle their grave
doubts regarding the ause of bis Il-
lness.

Morrill removed the oilskin from
his han vis. and on leaving the scene
shook hands with the un lertaker. Dr.
Morrill had a slight cut on one of his
fingers. The undertaker had assisted In
moving the body during the autopsy,
but, of course, all hail Washed their
hands nt the oncluslon of the work.

Next day Lr. Morrill's finger became
inflamed. He suspected immediately
that In some way his blood had been
poisoned, and he did all that long ex-
perience ami special study had taught
him to do in such a case, but the swell-
ing continued till his whole hand, then
his wrist and finally the whole right
arm was swollen clear to the shoulder.

At the house an elderly woman, evi-
dently the housekeeper, answered the
questions Of an "Evening World" re-
porter Her voice betrayed Strong
emotion. There were tears In her words
She said:

"Dr. Morrill is a litis easier but
there Is little hope for him. Dr. Dull
has given him up, although he Is con-
scious now."
