Archibald Rogers, representing the Re-

gatta Committee, sailed again with Lofd
i lunravsn.

Hy 9 10 the win 1 had freshened to
about twelve knots In the Nnrr iws, and
was imioiiii; strjnger and steadier eery
minute, and "Ivlng warn.ng to the com-
manders of the contesting yacht to be

'ready to ruf mainsails and house to-
pmast.

It was evident that Lord Dunraven
was to get his much desired half gale
of wind. With pernaps more before the
race was tin. shed.

The Nonrmahal, with a new nose,
freshly painted, was anchored oft Owls
Head, waiting for the May to act under
way. The fiigship w,.s anchored .ft

.Bay Ridge. She nad steam up, however,
and black smoke waa pouring from her
cream colored stack. She got under way
at 9.20o'c'ock.

W. K. Vanderbllt's Valiant was then
waiting off Stapletnn to Join the pro-
cession of private yachts and excursion
boat. The sun came out for a minute
Just as the May, heading a procession
of pleasure craft, pointed her nose Into
the Narrows.

The White Star steamship rtrltann'.o
lying off Quarantine, saluted both yacht
as they passed, and paid the B&ltte com-
pliment to "The Evening World" tug.

There wns lot of wind off the Hook.
4 twenty-kno- t breeze at least, as the
yachts passed out. Some fishing schoon-
ers, going out in spite of the storm sig-

nals ordered up by the Weather Bu-

reau, were keeling over to starboard
under double reefed sails, and the crew
of each was busy taking In headsalls,
leaving only canvo enough up forward
to steady tho boats.

The schooner yacht Yampa went out
beyond the Hook In tow. The Luck-enhnc- h

tugs followed tho May down to
the Lightship.

The white cap were not all on the
excursion steamers In the
lower bay and a far out to sea as the
eye could range a nasty cross sea was
hiding the green of the water under a
coverlet of foam. Away off to the
southeast a bank of eteem - colored
cloud began creeping, above the hori-
zon at t.46, and they seemed to be
bringing more wind.

The few vessels following In the wake
of the race were pitching about like so
many corks. The excursionists were evi-
dently In for a little experience that
Would detract som.vhit from the pleas-
ure of witnessing a tine 'ace.

An English bark coming under sail
ran up signals reading "Good luck to
you," ao she pagaad to windward of
Valkyrie. Both yachts had reached the
vicinity of the I'ohlship at 10.30, still
In tow. They had run up small Jibs ami
mainsails nnd were hove to waiting for
the Mm, which was Just then coming
up to the red hulk that marked one end
of the starting and flnlnlilng line. Both
yachts hnd lowered thetr mainsails while
passing the Hook and put reefs In them.

AT NAVESINK HIGHLANDS.

An " Eivealns World " Reporter's
View Through a Telescope.

HIOHLANDS OF NAVKSINK. X. .1 .

Oct. there were no slg.is
at 1030 A. M. of the nig storm reported
to bo working Its way up along the
coast from Florida at the rate of thirty
miles an hour, according to Weather
Prophet Smith, a cracking breeze waa
coming In from the East, blowing at
leat twenty-fiv- e mile an hour, and the
Jersey weather sharps confidently pre-
dicted that there would be more of It
later on. A It was tho half gale hud
kicked up a bumpy sea outside the
Hook, and the curling white caps were
tumbling over each other In every direc-
tion leaving streaks of foam upon the
dark blue surface of the sea.

The heavy mist which settled over the
bay and harbor early In the morning
had been blown Inland, and although It
was rather misty on the horizon to
eustward the starling point nt the Light-
ship was clearly vlslbl" from the High-
land, and a good glass could easily
cover the course to eastward for five or
six miles. The indications were that the
weather would le dearer later on. for
the dark clouds were lifting and the sun
wo beginning to break through the
growing rifla In the heavy banks of
mlat that were flouting away to west- -

ward.
The heavy surf which was pounding

OQ the bench and the wind clouds of
spray high In the air showed that the
sea was making things very lively on
hore for both big boats and small.
Not many small boats were to be

seen. The excursion lleet the small- -

est that has at companled the yachts on
any previous race.

Vigilant came nround the hook In tow
of the Commander at li.30. and ahortly
afterwards reached the lightship, where
she hove to with lib and mainsail up,
buCshe soon toon in her sails.

VTllliyrie followed about nfteen min-
utes later In tow of the White ."tar
tug Pulver. She had also set her
mainsail and Intermediate Jib.

Both yachts were plunging heavily in '

the lumpy seas, and Vi.::lant I'iy
so. for she threw out li white billo VI
from her bows every time he struck
a roller.

The wind was evidently In.ir : 'n in
force off shoie, and club topsail. i will
not be In it

The flagship May passed down to the
lightship about 10 15. She w tlyttig the
signal It, which Indicated that the course
woulu be fifteen miles to wlnl.a"! and
return. About the same time for eiuid
from Sandy Hooli thst the nor'.aeast

had been ordered up.
Vigilant, while lying In the wind of the

llghtsnlp, cat Jib, and also her
working tonall and foreatayoalb

The flagship May at ll.OI set the com-
pass course signets, which read that the
course would ne due east.

This Indicated that the race would be
started promptly on time.

At UJl Valkyrie was still In tow about
half a mile from the lightship. She had
her mainsail only aet, while Vigilant had
caflt off the tow. the Commander, and
was tacking about the starting line. The
May had come to anchor Just off the
lightship, and at 11.15 she ran up the red
ball, which waa the preparatory algnal

Valkyrie reached the group of excur-
sion boats about the May at 11.35. She
came down at a galloping pace after
casting off her tow.

Vigilant was then about half a mile to
windward. The Judges' boat wns still
flying signals, which, according to the
code book, signified: "Race is postponed
till later."

The only explanation of the Change In
the programme was the late arrival of
Valkyrie, hut what caused the delav
wns not known The sails of both
yachts seemed to be In flne working
order. The conditions of the weather
for a splendid contest could not be more
favorable.

At 11.45 Valkyrie turnM the Judges'
bont and stood out to sea after Vigilant.
The snlls of the big yachts, as seen from
the Highlands, looked like white stee-
ples,, tilting away over the leeward n
they dashed through the white-creste- d

fleas.
The Mny had at that time hauled In

her Blgnals. and the excursion fleet hart
been Joined by a score or more late
comers.

At 11 Vigilant and Valkyrie, after
standing out about a quarter of a mile
to northeast of the lightship, luffed up,
and hove to In the eye of the wdnd.

The Mnv had another set of signals
up, but thev i oul not be read from
shore. It looked, however, as though
thev were getting ready to start the
rac.

The wind had hauled a trifle to south-
ward, but wns still coming In strong ami
steady.

At noon Valkyrie ome about and
stood In for the judges' hint nround
which she passed, while Vigilant nlr.o
turned about nnd kept off to the north-
ward. No preparatory signal hnd yet
been set by May so far as could be seen.

At 13.05 both yachts were tacking
about near the lightship. Th" May had
set more flag signals, but the weather
was getting so misty that it could not
be read. The smoke from the excur-
sion steamboats, which were lying in a
bunch near the lightship. Increased the
haziness of the atmosphere.

At 12.10 r. M. the Mny'B signals, us
read from here. Indicated that the start
would be made at 12.27. Vigilant had
come over to westward of the starting
tine, closely followed by Valkyrie. No
eliange had been made In the cousaaj.

The yachts had not altered thWTlaTTir
Both were under full mainsails, work-
ing or gnff topsail, Immediate Jib
and forests y sails

The wind gauge here indicated a
breeze.

At 12.25 the yachts were reaching
over towards the starting line from
southward. The May hoisted the pre- -

oratory signal, which read thnt theSrt gun would be fir d at 12.17. and
the tnrt made ten minutes later.

At 12.25 both yachts wire skimming
along down towardR the May, after
Jockeying about to get a position for
the start. They were close together, but
vlottant seemed to be a little In th-
lead.

Both crossed the line together wdthln
two or three seconds of each other as
timed from the Highlands. The staitlrg
gin was fired at 12.27 P. M.

Just before the yachts went over Val-
kyrie was in the port tack, with Vigi-
lant on the opposite tack. She turned,
however, Just as the starting gun was
flred by the May. and both the flyers
went over the line on the starboard
tack, heading northeast. They seemed
to be so near together thnt th're was
little to ehoos" between.

Valkyrie got the windward berth at
the itart, but Vigilant looked as If she
was setting a hot pace.

Tho excursion boats had all turned and
were pointed seaward, following the
yachts. They had hard work to keep
up. for the wind had Increased to thirty
miles an hour.

The marine observer at Sandy Hookgave the starting time nt 12.27 for bothyacht. They crosned the line, an seen
from that point, absolutely ut the same
Instant.

Vigilant apparently led by a consider
able distance for ten minutes after the
stnrt. although Vnlkytlc still main-
tained her position to windward, and
both yacht seemed to be going through
the water at a terrific rate. They heeledaway over to leoward, and as they
thrashed through the choppy, ragged
seas, they both left a long trail of white
foam astern.

As they stood directly nway from theHighlands the excursion steamboats
took up a position between the racers
and the observers on shore, so that It
was difficult 'o follow the yachts. It
was also growing more ami more hazy,
nnd this, combined with the clouds of
smoke whleh swept to leeward of the
fleet, ometlmes hid the white nails
from view.

Both yachts contlnu.d on the star- -

board tack, and nt 12.80 P. M., were np- -

pnrently on pretty even trrms. nltliough
Vnlkyrle still kept to the windward of
her rlvnl.

The racers were going at such a
tremendous speed that they were leav-
ing the excursion boats far In the rear.
and the mlat was i losing In ab ut th'--
so fast thnt It was evident that thev
could not much longer be follow, d from
shore.

Valkyrie- berth to windward appeared
to be about an eighth of a mile.

l l'. M. Both yachts were out of sight
In the low lying mist on the horizon
Their positions as they gradually faded
out of light wore and they
were still headt d northeast on the star-
board tack. They weir then about five
mile eist of the lightship. The strag-
gling line of tugs and excursion steam-
ers could be Been stretching away out to
eastward.

At 1,0 the mist seemed to lift a little,
and the tall sails of the racer were
visible as two : lender, dark lines on the
horizon. Their positions. They could be
seen only for a few aeeonds, ,hen the
has settled down aaaln and blotted
them from view.

At 1.01 some of the steamboats In the
renr of the procession. Which were still
In eight, although almost hull doivn,
were seen to turn and point to the south-
ward. This was thought to Indicate
that the racers had gone about und hnd
taken the port tack. In the breeze then
blowdng It was thought that tho racers
could not be making less than twelve
knots anJlOUr. although they were hold-lti- '-

as to te wind as possible.
The fact that Vlcll int wai the flr

to disappear from view seemed to show
that she was well In the lead, although
Valkyrie still held th" windward posi-
tion.

Kgerton. which
pulled out of pier 18 North River with
several hundred sightseers shortly after
9 o'clftck.

The Cape Mav steamer Republic. which
hns proved to be a favorite boat during
the races, also passed down with a
enrgo of human freight on board.

1th flags flying; nnd moving swiftly
ahead, the stanch and speedy Sandy
Hook stenmer St. John's, picked her
way through the sea of small and Inrge
craft, and hurried down the bay about
9.H0 o'clock The vessel has been dnlly
under charter of Hie New York Yacht
Club, and was loaded with a select
party.
