The start was delayed by Valkyrie's
alowneaa in getting up to the lightship.
Eh did not set her fails until the time
for the praparatory signal.

The wind was strong and the seas
heavy. The course was to the eastward.

' pected of the commander of an ocean
racer with a cyclone heading right
aboard and a thousand passengers de- -

pending for salvation on his seamanship.
The talk was of tacks and of rune,

and of reaches and of all sorts of sails,
some of them unknown to the genuine
old tars, and so deep. Indeed, had the
crate taken root that every mother's
son on the wharf at the slightest provo-
cation would Jerk his starboard signal
boom up to his forepeak and salute
with all the formality and stiffness of

on an English man-o'-wa- r.

Very early the outlook was decidedly
stormy, the air was raw, moist and
heavy. The wind had banked the fog
up against the Highlands so that noth-
ing could be seen of the Jersey coast.

There were Indications at 7 o'clock
that the hurricane hurrying up the coast
was driving along so fast that it might
arrive In time to make race

.W fly 9 o'clock, however, the sky to the

J east had cleared considerably, and rifts
and streaks of light iking through

V clouds made the day seem less gloomy.
Ms It was 7.45 when Vigilant, In tow of the
W tug Commander, left Bay Ridge. On
I board bcsldeH the general party was Dr.
1 Barton Hopkins, who slept last night at
I the Atlantic Yacht Club house. Mr.
1 Kerr Is representing Lord Dunraven on
I board the Yankee

Valkyrie loft Hay Ridge at 8.05 A. M.
In tow of the tug Pulver. She had on
board besides the Earl Designer Watson,
Sallmaker Ratscy, Lord Wnlvcrton and
Suydam Palmer, owner of Marguerite.
Archibald Rogers, representing the Re--

fatta Committee, sailed again with Lord
Dunraven.

By 9.10 the wind had freshened to
about twelve knots In the Narrows, and
waa coming stronger and steadier every
minute, and lving warning to the com- -

mandera ofo the contesting yachts to be
ready to rasf mainsails.

It was evident that Lord Dunrsven
waa to get his much desired half gale
of wind, with perhaps more before the
race was finished.

The Nourmahal. with a new nose,
4 freshly painted, was anchored off Owl's

Head, waiting for the May to get under
way. The flagship was anchored off
Bay Ridge. She had steam up, however,
and black smote was pouring from her
cream colored stack. She got under way
at 1.10 o'clock.

W. V. Vanderbllts Valiant waa then

waiting off Btapleton to Join the pro-
cession of private yachts and excursion
boats. The sun came out for a minute
Jiisl. as the May, Iwadlng a procession
of pleasure craft, pointed her nose Into
thf: Narrows.

The White Star steamship Brittannlc.
lying off Quarantine, saluted both yachts
as they passed, and paid the same com-
pliment to "The Evening World" tug.

There was lota of wind off the Hook,
a twenty-kno- t breeze as least, as the
yachts passed out. Some fishing schoon-
ers, going out In spite of the storm sls-nal-

ordered up by the Weather Bu-

reau, were keeling over to starboard
linger double reefed sails, and the crew
Of each was busy taking In hsadsalle,
leaving" only canvas enough up forward
to steady the boats.

The schooner yacht Yampa went out
beyond the Hook In tow. The Luck-enbac- h

tugs followed the May down to
tha Lightship.

The white caps were not all rn the
excursion steamers In the
lower bay and as far out to sea as the
eye could range a nasty cross sea was
hiding the green of the water under a
coverlet of foam. Away off to the

southeast a bank of steam-colore- d

clouds began creeping above the hori-
zon at 9.15, and they seemed to he
bringing more wind.

The few vessels following In the wake
of the raceB were pitching about like so
many corks. The excursionists were evi-
dently In for a little experience that
would detract somtvlut from the pleas-
ure of witnessing a fine ''ace.

An English bark coming under sail
ran up signals reading "Good luck to
you." as she passed to windward of
Valkyrie. Both yachts had reached the
vicinity of the Lightship at 10.30. still
In tow. They had run up small Jibs and
mainsails and were hove to waiting for
the May. which was Just then coming
up to the red hulk that marked one end
of the starting and finishing line. Both
yachts had lowered their mainsails while
passing the Hook and put reefs In them.

AT NAVES. NK HIGHLANDS.

An " Erasing World " Reporter's
View Through a Telenoope.

HIGHLANDS OF NAVESINK. N. J
Oct. IS. Although there were no sign
at 10.30 A. SI. of the big storm reported
to be working Its way up along the
coast from Florida at the rate of thirty
milts an hour, according to Weather
Prophet Smith, a cracking breeze was
coming in from the East, blowing at
least twenty-fiv- e miles an hour, and the
Jersey weather sharps confidently pre-

dicted that there would be more of It
later on. As It was the half gale had
kicked up a bumpy sea outside the
Hook, and the curllnk white caps were
tumbling over each other in every direc-

tion leaving streaks of foam upon the
dark blue surface of the sea.

The heavy mist which settled over the
bay and harbor early In the morning
had been blown inland and although It
was rather misty on the horizon to
eastward the starting point at the Light-
ship was clearly visible from the High-
lands, and a good glass could easily
cover the course to e&StWard lor five or
six miles. The indications were that the
weather would be clearer later on, for
the dark clouds were lifting and the run
was beginning to break through the
mwlni rift-- , io Ihn heavv banks of
mi3t that ware floating to west-
ward.

The heavv surf which was pounding
on the beach and the wind clouds of
sprmy high In the nlr showed that the
see. was making things very lively off
shore for both big boats and small.

Not many small boats were to be
seen. The excursion fleet was the small-
est that has accompanied the yachts on
any previous race.

Vigilant oame around the hook In tow
of the Commander at 9 30 and shortly
sfterwards reached the lightship, when
she hove to with lib and mainsail up,
but she soon took In her sails.

Valkyrie followed about flfte. n min-
utes later in tow of the White Star
tug Pulver She had also set her
mainsail and intermediate jib.

Both yachts were plunging heavily In
the lumpy seas, and Vigilant ..Hpeou'ly
:o, for she threw out big white blllo v.
from her bows every time jhe Struck
a roller.

The
May had come to anchor Just off the
lightship, snd at 11.16 she ran up the red
hall, which was the preparatory signal
for the yachts to make ready to get
across the lire.

There were only about a ilosen or so
excursion steamers at the lightship,
among thein the Richard Peck. Mon-
mouth and St. John.

Valkyrie at that time was stll la ens
distance from the lightship, and it looked
as If she would hardly reacli It in time
for the start.

At 11.21 the May hauled down her pre-
paratory signal, and It looked as If the
comte on the Judges' boat had decided
to delay the start until Valkyrie came
up.

Vigilant was then half a mils to the
of the starting point, and was

standing westward. She came about
and reached In for the lightship.

Valkyrie cast off the Tulvi r and was
then making for the starting point with
mainsail and ilb. The May then had
out signals which read that the time of
starting the race had been postponed.

At 11.25 Valkyrie had set ioresiay i.nd
Working topsail, and was approaching
the starting line. Vigilant n.id licked
about and was off to the n'vi.'l aiMlu.

Valkyrie reached the group of excur-
sion boats about the May at 11.35. Sh
came down at a galloping pace after
casting off her tow.

Vigilant was then about half a mile to
v.dndward. The Judges' boat was still
flying signals, which, according to the
code book, signified: "Race is postponed
till later."

BRAVING WND AND SEA.

Excursion Craft Ignor Predictions
of Heavy Weather.

Weather Observer Smith's warning of
the approach of the West Indian hurri-
cane had little. If any, perceptible effect
this morning on the ardor of those In-

tending to witness contest If
the crowds that left on the excursion
steamboats for Sandy Hook Lightship
Is to be taken Into consieratlon. It was
noticed, however, that many ladles feer- -

Ing that the heavy weather predicted
might give th";n u touch of seuslckness
remained at home. Their places were
filled by enthusiastic "dry. land sailors,"
to whom a heavy sea offered no terrors
Many of these did not attend any ot the
previous races, and were consequently
anxlOUS to ie tne Ia.il struggle of the
series.

There was a big Crowd at the Battery
as early as 7 o'clock, wultlng for the ex-
cursion steamers that would convey
them to the scene of the race.

The big fleei of the Iron Steamboat
Company was In active rervlce. and the
rush at the Company's ticket office wss

l.li.st as big as on former race days.
Their last boat was filled and sent away
a few moments before 10 o'clock.

A few minutes later the speedy Mount
Hope, of the Pall River lln". passed
down the bay losdel wi h psssengefi.
Although she has been the last usually
to leave her slip, yet she is almost In-

variably one of the fust to resell the
Lightship.

Another fas: craft that rlenred with a
large pa.enr.er list was the Richard
Peck, of the New Haven line. She was
closeb- - followed by the big three-decke- d

steamer William C. Egcrton, which'
pulled out of pier IS North River with
several hundred sightseers shortly after
9 o'clock.

The Cape May steamer Republlc.wnlcn
has proved to be a favorite boat during
the races, elso passed down with a
caago of human freight on board.

With flags living and moving swiftly
ahead, the stnunon and speedy Sandv
Hook steamer. St. John, picked her
way through the sea of small an 1 large
craft, and hurried down the bay about
9.30 o'clock. The vessel has been dally
under charter of the New York Yacht
Club, and was loaded wlthn select party.

Bier crowds were also on the steam-
boats John Sylvester. City of Lawrence.
Al rosier. Havana, i illvette and Water
bury, which naesed down the bay shortly
before 10 o'clock. Stenm yachts, schoon-
ers and sloons also Joined In the proces-
sion, and the Indications were that at
least 25,000 people would pee the rare.

WILL FIGHT "AGAIN.'

;enato Repealers Hare Not

Surrendered.

Struggle to Be Resumed at

New Session.

Patbettr Features of This Mornln'..
Adjourament lucldeui.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 13 --The adjourn-
ment of the Senate at 1.30 this morning,
after a forty-tw- o hour session. Is said
upon the authority of a Senator, whose
avenues ot Information have heretofore
been unapproachable, to have been the
result of a. conference held d irlng the
lata hours of the nlBht. during which
the Harris amendment was considered
as a basis for a compromise.

The silver men look upon the octlon
of tne Chairman of the Finance Commit-
tee as a surrender of the field, but the
repeal men assert with equal vigor that
the adjournment waa only made neces-
sary by reason of the Inability to get a
quorum, a condition of affairs that grew
out of what they held to be the dila-
tory tactics ef the silver men.

The battle will he renewed
(Friday) when the new legislative day.
with its morning hour, will begin at
11 o'clock.

"House bill No. 1." for the repeal of
the silver purchasing section of the act
of July 14. 1890 (known as the Sherman
lawi as amended In the Committee of
Finance of the Benate by the adoption
In that Committee of the Voorhees sub-
stitute, now resumes its place as the
"unfinished business' In the ordinary
daily routine of the Senate chamber.
