The Latter, J and W Are of Com
psratlvely Modern Invention.

It Is a fact not s.i well known but that
It may be said to be curious that the
letters J i ml w are modern additions to
the alphabet, saya a writer in the St.

The use of the J may be said to have
become general during the time of the
Commonwealth, aay between 1649 and
1GM. From 1C30 to IMD Ita uae is ex-
ceedingly rare. In the oentury Im-
mediately preceding the seventeenth It
became the fashion to tall the last 1

when Roman numerals were used as In
this example: 11J for 8, or xlj In place
of 12.

This fashion still lingers, but only In
physicians' nreacrlptlons, I believe.
