he has gone the hotel people do not
know.

The Brnzlllan Consul-Genern- l, Renor
de Castlelho, has been ill for a month.
He was not at his oflice this morning,
but his secretary said that he knew
nothing about Admiral Muurltz's pres-
ence in the city anil that he had not
called there.

At the office of Charles R. Flint ft Co.,
who made the purchase from the Hotch-
klss Gun Company, an "Evening World"reporter wus told that Charles It. Flint
had returned from Chicago, but that he
was not In. Mr. De Buys, manager of
the foreign department, seemed to be
somewhat surprised when told that Ad-
miral Maurltz had been in New York.
He said that he knew of him, but did
not know anything about his mission.
He had not called there regarding thepurchase of arms.

Charles R. Flint was seen at the
office of the United tSates Rubber Com- -
pany. at 88 Reade street.

LEROUX'S DIAMONDS.

Fight for Their Fosstssion Begun

Before Judge Benedict,

Witnesses from France in a Real

Parisian Romance.

Eloparg, Smuggler, FnUe Friends
and Geina Worth $40,000.

The Leroux diamond smuggling case
came before Judge Ilenedlct in the
United States Circuit Court, Brooklyn,
this morning In a civil suit brought by
the I'm ted States against Eugene and
Jeanne Leroux to recover possession of
the Jewels.

In the present action the Government
alleges that the diamonds were smug-
gled, and therefore are open to for-
feiture.

Lawyer Towns, counsel for the
now denies that the valuable

were smuggled, and declares that hla
clients bought them ror eaift.

The Lerouxs were arrested in Will-
iamsburg sevtral months ago with dia-
mond In their possession estimated to
be worth frm $16,000 to $40,000. Detec-
tive Baudon and several Jewelers d

from Paris a few day.s ago to tes-
tify in the proceedings against the pair.
Kaudon brought photographs of the

Alex Flnmmant, Herbert
and a woman who eloped with

him from Paris.
Daudon says that Valkrlnger, or Klam-i-
uii. as he now calls himself, was a

Jeweler In Paris. He was poor, but his
credit was good, and he ttought a large
stock from several manufacturers.

Klammant then gathered up the Jewels,
and leaving a wife and family eloped
with a nineteen-year-ol- d girl. The
couple, accompanied by Herbert Oallnu-de- t,

a Parisian tailor, arrived In New
York in the middle of April. They took
lodgings in a west side hotel and became
acquainted with Kugene .m. 'aneueroux. iney toia tne LtTOUXS tnat tney
had smuggled a large amount of jewerly
ashore, and they urged the latter to en-
ter a scheme to dispose of the property.

The oiHiitoiiori were left In cnarge of
Leroux and his wife and Gallaudet,
while Flammant and his ..Ustress were
out loklng for apartments.

Leroux told Flammant on his return
that Government u...iirs had -- en look-
ing for him. This wffB part of a scheme
to scare the smuggler, and it was suc-
cessful.

Flammant left New York and took
rooms in Hobeken. Flammant sent for
his trunks and Jewelry. He only re-
ceived the former.

Leroux, his wife, and Gallaudet went
to Brooklyn. The following day Flam-
mant met Gallaudet in New York and,
on learning wher the Lerouxs had gone,
he wrote mi order for the goods.

When GallawW reached Williamsburg
he found that the Lerouxs had been ar-- 1

rested and their apartments were in
chaige of the police.

The police learned that Flammant was
to be at the hotel In New York, but
did not arrest him. The n?xt morning
he took a train for Montreal.

A few we 'ks ago Flammnnt and his
mistress returned to New York, and
sailed for France, where tney were ar-- l

ssted.
The case was taken up at noon to-

day. After the jurors had been sworn
Lawyer Towns uked to ha e the pro-
ceedings dismissed on the ground that
the fnots alleged were Iniutflctent to
form a cause of action. The motion
wus denied.
