WOMEN MAY VOTE III WAY.

Justice Oullen Says Their Ballots
Must Be Distributed.

Attorney Benjamin K. Paine Pre-

dicts Complication!.

Benjamin K. Paine, representing Geo.
F. Stockpole, of Suffolk County, this
morning- asked Justice Cullen, of the
Supreme Court, Brooklyn, to construe
the law, as It effects the duties of
County Clerk Orange T. Fanning, rela-
tive to the distribution of official bal-
lots provided for women voters In elec-
tions for School Commissioners.

Mr. Paine said that as Justice Bart-le- tt

had held that the law permitting
women to vote for School Commissioners
Is unconstitutional, his client thought
It would be Illegal for County Clerk
Vanning to Issue the special ballots
for women provided for In that law.

Justice Cullen said the law was plain
In calling for the special ballots, and It
was Fanning pace to have them print-
ed and distributed. He said it was the
duty of the Inspecors of Flection to
look out that they should not be voted.

It Is understood that the application
to Judge Cullen was made with the
view of lessening the chances of success
for Mrs. Ray nor, of Sag Harbor, who
la making a stout fight to be elected
School Commissioner of that town.

Mr. Paine said after the trial thatmany complications are likely to arise.
If ballots are distributed for women, he
thinks Inspectors will let them vote, and
after they are once In the ballot-bo- x

tliey will be counted.
.HiBtlce Bortlett's decision was to the

effect that the law giving women the
right to vote Is unconstitutional, and
that therefore there names should be
stricken from registry lists.

MINOR IS AFTER M'KANE.

Wants the Gravesend Boss to
Show His Registry Lists.

Grose Krmnii Alleged The Hearing
Adjouraed.

There was a lnrge gathering of pol-
iticians In the Special Term of the Su-
preme Court, Brooklyn, this morning. Ten
o'clock was the hour set for the hearing
In William .1. Oaynor's iipnllcalon for
a in.- n mpt on John Y. McKane and
the eighteen registers of Qravesend.

Mr, U.iynor wants them to show cause
why. they aviinuld not produce their
books frtr inspection, as he claims there
are gross frauds In registration.

Justice Culleji adjourned the hearing
until 4 o'clock this afternoon.

Lawyer Roderick, who appeared for
McKane, objected to the service of the
Papers on the ground that they had not
b'M'n properly folioad. He said he would
not accept them.

Judge Cullen said Mr. Roderick could
do as he pleased. "But." he added, "If
you do not comply with the directions
of the Court I will grant the application
of Mr. traynor's counsel."

After the case had been ndjourned.
Mr. (laynor gave out a typewritten
statement, in which he says all he asks
for Is fair play.

In the nine counties comprising his
district he says all towns but Qravesend
cheerfully furnished him with registry
lists. At Gravesend. however, he was
told he could not have them without an
order from John Y. McKane, who "by
law has nothing to do with the matter."

In regard to the alleged Illegal regis-
tration at Gravesend, Mr. Gaynor says:

"So great a crime against the fran-
chise has never been seen In this county.
Those guilty of It are guilty of death,
for It Is treason to the people."

Application for the mandamus is
based on the affidavits of William E. C.
Mayer, William .1. Gaynor, J. M. Max-fiel-

of 172 Fifty-sixt- h street, and
James M. Masterson.

Maxfleld, Mayer and Masterson relate
In their affidavit that last Friday they
went to Gravesend to review and copy
the registration list of the town.

The man In charge refused to let them
see the list without a writen order from
John Y. McKane.

Mr. Gaynor In his affidavit says Mr.
McKane sent a man named Murphy to
his office to ask him why he desired the
list of voters.

Mr. Gaynor sent back word that he
desired to verify every name on the list.
To this Mr. McKane replied that he
(Gaynor) would have a nice time getting
the list.

Most of the 6.218 voters reported to
have been registered at Gravesend, Mr.
Gaynor says, are hostlers, stablemen,
saloon-keeper- waiters, Ac, who have
resided there sixty days during the
Summer.

These names, Mr. Oaynor says, are re-

served, and although the persons may
not be present to vote on election day,
a ballot will be cast In their name by
some one else.

ACCUSED BY A WOMAN.

Mary Speckmer Bays Jamas Stewart
Tried to Klee Iter.

James Stewart, a wealthy carpenter
residing with his wife and family on
Sunnyslde avenue, Brooklyn, was ar-
raigned In the Gates Avenue Police
Court this morning on a charge pre-

ferred by a woman who called herself
Mrs. Mary Speckmer.

The complainant claims that while at
work at Stewart's residence yesterday,
during tha absence of his family, he
embraced and attempted to klse her.
She says she then left the house and
secured a warrant for his arrest.

Stewart was accompanied by his wife
and a daughter when he appeared In
court to-d- and denied the charge.
The case was adjourned.

T1GHE ISSUES WARRANTS.

Seventeen Qlyan to Brenner for A-
lleged Illegal Registration.

Justice Tlghe, of the Butler Street Po-
lice Court, Brooklyn, this morning
granted the seventeen warrants for the
arrest of as many men who, it Is al-
leged, have registered Illegally in the
Sixth and Tenth Wards.

Jacob Brenner, of the Republican bu-
reau for the detection of Illegal registra-
tion, applied for these warrants yester-
day, but did not get them.

Judge Tlghe said he wanted to consult
with the District-Attorne- y before grant-
ing them.

He had evidently seen Mr. Rldgway,
as he consented to Issue the warrants
tb's morning without comment

Col. Bacon, of the Republican Law
Bureau, applied to Justice Walsh, In
the Adams Street Police Court, for war-
rants for persons illegally registering
In the First Ward.

Justice Walsh would not Issue the
warrants until Col. Bacon could furnish
more definite proof against the persons
wanted.

The Colonel was more successful at
the Dates Avenue Police Court where
Justice Connolly issued several war-
rants for allege 1 colonizers. '

POLICEMAN YOUNG'S SUICIDE.

Jealousy or Hie Wife Appears to
Have Bass the Cause.

It seems that of late Young has been
very Jealous of his wife, the sister of
Policeman McKee, of the same station.
He made so many threats against her
life that she left him on Tuesday.

That night Young failed to show up at
t o'clock roll call, and charges were
preferred against him. He seemed

yesterday morning when told
that charges would be preferred, and
went to his home In the afternoon.

As he failed to return. Roundsman
Pinkerton went to the house at 8 o'clock
last night. After breaking In the door
he found Young dead on the bed, with a
bullet through tils heart.
