In ii Comparatively few minutes after
the explosion the theatre was emptied,
except of the dead and injured. The
news of the catastrophe spread through
the city with extraordinary qulckni
and the police and civic guards were
hurrhd to the scene from all directions,
onabllng the authorities to establish
something like order.

The unexploded bomb was found un-

der a seat, and Is Identical with those
used by Pallas, the Anarchist.

While the people are furiously Indig-
nant at this dynamite bomb outrage,
following closely upon the attempt made
by Pallas to take the life of C'apt. Oen.
Martinez Campos, there Is a universal
feeling of consternation at the helpless-
ness of the Government In this emer-
gency.

The people express the opinion that
the Pallas outrage v. is sufficient warn-
ing for the Government to take steps to
crush out anarchy, at least In this city,
where Pallas and bis associates made
their headquarters, and where the police
discovered documentary evidence which
showed that the conspiracy was wide-
spread.

The houses Inhabited by suspected An-

archists have been searched and several
arrests have been made. Among the
first arrests were those of an Italian
name Saldanl, and a Frenchman whose
name is given as Aragon.

l.nter in the night many other nrrests
were made, but It is not known whether
the person er persons who threw the
bombs have been arrested or not.

It Is presumed that the actual bomb-throw-

escaped, and the police are
simply rounding up the Anarchists'
haunts with the hope of finding some
clue to the actual perpetrator of this
latest dynamite outrage.

After a few minutes he took a seat In
front of one of the Fourteenth street
windows and looked out silently ut the
people passing by.

Whin "Tlie Evening World" reporter
approached him he looked around with
a frown on his face and asked: "Well,
what is It?"

"Yes."
"Well, that is all that is necessary. I

have nothing to any."
"To what 'o you attribute the defeat of

the State ticket?"
"I have nothing to say."

Republicans Will Have a Ma-

jority on a Joint
Ballot

The next Legislature will he Republi-
can on joint ballot by from 12 to If.
majority, and probably Republican In
both branches. Accordl- - - to the re-
turns this morning the Republicans have
elected 17 Senators and the Democrat!
15, but this result may be changed, the
Democrats claiming the election of Al-
fred Hennen Morris for Senato; in the
Fifteen District, composed of Westches-
ter County and the Twenty-fourt- h Ward
of this city.

Later returns Indicate Morris's elec-
tion, and a gain of a Senator by the Re-
publicans up the State, which would
ofTset the gain the Democrats make In
Morris, and still give the ltepublleuns a
majority.

Republicans claim 19 Senators, and one
guess Is 2a, but the figures received by
"The Evening World" up to 2 o'clock
this afternoon sustain the estimate of
17 to 15.

If Morris is elected, the Senate may
be a tie, and In that case I.leut.-Gov- .
Sheohan, who Is a Democrat, would have
the deciding vote.

Tlie gain of the Senate would be a po-

litical advantage in more than one sense
to the Republicans. The Senate has the
power of confirmation of the Governor's
nominees, and, being a smaller body
than the Assembly, and. consequently,
more wleldy, the Republicans 'relied on it
to block there all legislation objection-
able to them from Demo ratle si urces.

Francis H Woeks sentenced In
ten years at Sing Sing by Recorder
Smyth this morning on his plea of guilty
of grand larceny.

Indictments, had asked to be permitted
to plead guilty to one of these, charg-
ing him with the grand larceny of

the property of Clemence S. H. Fish
(Mrs. Nicholas Fish), which he held In
trust.

"Do you so plend?" asked Clerk Hull.
"I do," replied Weeks In a subdued

voice.
"Then I move the immediate sentence

of the prisoner," said Mr. Nicoll. where-
upon Recorder Smyth, in a voice full
of sadness and solemnity, pronounced
sentence

"I regret very much to be placed in
the position of sentencing a man who
is a member of the air.e profession to
which I belong and a member of a firm
with which I have haJ many transac-
tions," said the Recorder.

"1 know that you belong to a
respectable family. I know

that you have brought ruin and disgrace
upon yourself und your family and thatyou feel it keenly.

"It Is unnecessary for me to say fur-
ther. The sentence of the Court Is thatyou be confined In the State Prison at
ht rd labor for the term of ten years."

Weeks took his sentence, the heaviest
the law allows for his offense, without
flinching. He seemed to have expected
It. He told Clerk Hall, In answer to
the usuul questions, that he was forty-nin- e

years old. He looked fifteen years
older than that when he arrived last
Friday from Costa Rica. He looked
ten years younger us he stood erect
and finely ixilsed at the bar of Justice

He had no lawyer, presumably
to save expense.

He turned and followed the Sheriff's
deputies out of court with u firm, al-
most buoyant tread. They- - took him
across the hall to the onlce of Col.
Townsend, where he had a long visit
with his wife.

For the hsad of the State ticket. Cord
Meyer. Jr., the city gave about 60.00J '

plurality out of a total vote of nearly
2.19,000, Meyer receiving over 136,000 and
Palmer 76.000. Maynard'a vote WU
about 122,0U0; Itartlett's over 89,000.

The vote for the Prohibition, Populist
and Socialist candidates for the Court of
Appeals was 11.500; giving Maynard a
majority of 21,000. His plurality is
little more than 32,000. or 28.000 less thaa
Meyer's

Compared with the registration, which
was 265,li0. a vote of 259.000 shows a
smaller falling off than in sny recent
election, Indicating how thoroughly
aroused the people were and how faith-
fully they did their duty.

In 1889 the falling off was 20.000; la
lvi, 30,000; in 1891, 21,000. and In UN.
23.000.

Another story that the figures tell, la
that Maynard'B defeat Is not a victory
gained by Republican votes. On tha
contrary, the figures show that In thla
city the Republicans were apathetic
and did not poll their full party vote.
The total vote for Palmer is something
like 76,000.

This would be a fair Republican veta
In an off year, but It Is well known that
these figures exceed the total of the Re-

publican vote cast. Thousands of Demo-

crats voted for Bartlett. and In many In-
