Special Guards to Be Kept on

European Frontiers.

Search for French Suspects Gen-

eral News by Cable.

(By Aaaorlated Preaa.
TARIS, Nov. 13. In consequence of the

Intimation given by the Spanish Am-
bassador to the French Minister of For-
eign Affairs, that the Anarchists of
France were assisting the Spanish An-

archists to escape, the French Govern-
ment has sent three special Commis-
sioners of Police to the Spanish frontier
with Instructions to take every precau-
tion possible to prevent Anarchists cross-
ing.

Every suspected person entering
France will be closely questioned and
detained until the arrival of detectives
from Paris, who will be summoned the
moment a suspected person" fails to an-
swer satisfactorily all the questions put
to him.

It Is also understood that the German,
Austrian and Italian Governments have
sent additional instructions to their
frontier police with the view of prevent-
ing the passage across the frontier of
people suspected of being connected with
the Anarchists' groups.

Further and more stringent passport
regulations are contemplated, and a
quiet search Is being made by the po-

lice In a number of the large cities
of Fiance, upon Instructions received
from Spain, as several suspects are be-

lieved to have been connected, directly
or indirectly, with the Barcelona bomb
outrages.

Quet-- Lil Expscted to Be RsEtored

to the Throns Nov- - 8.

Said to Have Held a Jubilee (ht
PreOMlng Sunday.

l'p to Tuesday Morala? Minister
Willis Had Told NotkUg.

SAN' FRANCISCO. Nov. 13.-- TJie i
steamer China urriveel eirly this morn- -
Ing from Yokohama and Hong Kong via jl

Honolulu, l'p to the time the steamer
left Honolulu, Minister Willis had not
made known his Instructions from Presi-
dent Cleveland, consequently there was
no disorder ef any kind.

The new Minister arrived early on the
morning of Nov. 4. and went directly to
Mount's headquarters at the Hawaiian
hotel. He refuseel to see reporters until
Monday, as he was ill from the effects
of travel.

On Sunday and Monday the Minister
remalneeel at the hotel resting, while the
people of Honolulu wondered what he
was going to do.

When Mlnlsier Willis finally submitted
to an interview his remarks left no
eioubi that lie is duly accredited to tbe
Provisional fjovernment. He said:

"I um very teorry 1 can say nothing on
the political uestlon at the present time.
In the course of the morning I Intend to
address a note to your Minister of For-
eign Affairs asking when It will suit the
Convenience of President Dole to receive
my credentials from the United States
Government. At the same time I shall
send him a manuscript copy of the re-

marks 1 lnt'ml to on the occa-
sion of my presentation to him.

" This is my r.rst experiment tn diplo-

matic matters, but I understand such
to he the custom. Whenever the Pres-
ident notifies me ot his readiness to re-
ceive me, I shall be on hand, t'nder
the circumstances. It would be an act of
discourtesy to the Hawaiian Govern-
ment to discuss tbe political situation at
the present time."

President Dole promptly replied to
Minister Willis's note, and It was

that the I'nlted States Envoy
shoulel present his credentials to the
provisional government at 11 o'clock
Tuesday morning. Nov. 7. On that
morning Minister Willis was again lnter-vlewei- l,

and again declined to state
whether he would do more than present
his credi'ntlala on the occasion of this
first meeting with the representatives
or the provisional government.

The r'hina put to sea between 11 o'clock
anel noon Tuesday mornmg.
