Victim Discharged and Charges Wil

Richard W. Condon, n policeman of
the Eleventh FPrecinet, Brookiyn, s In
a falr way to be removed from the force.

On Nov. 1 Condon went to the blanck-
amith shop of John Madden at 242
Nineteenth street, Hrooklyn. He was
not in uniform.

He started through the shop towards
the back-yard, though Madden objected,
(tondon opened his cont and displayed his
policemnn’s shield, and brushed by Mad-
den und started for the back yard.

Mra. Madden, who is about forty-five
yeurs old and in delleate health, was in

the yard

Condin started to pass Ars. ‘lmldm
and she stopped him,

Mre. Madden ordered Condon to leave
the yard. 11 asked her if his wife wans
in her houde. Mres. Madden refused o
tell him, and ordered him out again,

Mre. Madden I telling her story of
Condon's  brutal treatment to Justice
Tighe, In the Butler Street Pollee Court,
to-day, sald:

“Candon took hold of me and began Lo
beat me, He dragge
shop door as he would a dow. Ha tore
my clothes. He finally pulled me to the
sldewalk and nearly choked me to death,

My husbnnd interfered, ane Condon
threw me Into the gutler He then
threw my husband on top of me,  Con-

on fell over ug In the gutter and knocked
?zm- hends togeth=r. He then dragged
me 1o a call-box nnd took me to the
stntion-houne In the patrol wuﬁ: n. Con-
don nearly killed me. My bo Y 12 cov-
ered with Black-and-blue spote’

John Madden, John nde, of 267
Twenty-firat strest, and Patrliek o' Hallo-
raty, of 160 Twentieth street, testificod as to
Condon’s assault.

There were no officers present from
the Eleventh Precinet to testify in Con-
don's behalf, Counsellor Hotehllsy sl
that he had talked with the precinet
ofMcers and they refused L0 wp2ar un-
lopn sub:‘umud.

Some tlme ugo Mre. Condon brought a
sult for separation agalnst Condon In the
Bupreme Court, Hrooklyn. She alleges
cruelty to herself and children and gen-
ernl neglect, She sayvs thut Condon left
her to starve; that he brought another
woman to her home recently und tried
to inetal]l her in Mrs, Condoen's place,
The case |5 atlll pending,

Judge Tighe was very Indignant when
he heard Mrs. Madden's recltal  this
morning, and promptly dismissed the
charge of drunkenness made hy Condon
against her. He told Counssllor Hotoh-
kiss to report Condon's actlon to Com-
missioner Hayden, and then bring a sult
for assnult In the regular way ngainst
the policeman.
