During the Shrieval-
ty campaign he worked to defeat Sheriff
Stanton. Threats were made that De-

tectives Hooile and Qulnn would be called
to account for past offenses. No atten-
tion was p.ild to these "

threats, as they were supposed to be Idle
talk.

Detective Ooode, It Is said, has been
indicted for an offense which was never
brought to the attention of the author-
ities either In the shape of nn affidavit
or a complaint from the man w hum It Is
alleged he assaulted. The vote to Indict
may be considered Several
Jurors. If Is said, objected to the action
taken.

Sinday morning, April 3. 1553. Ooode
entered Kile's saloon with

Wllllarn Letts. He asked for a
drink. Schmelke refused to serve him.
A quarrel ensued and Schmelke was
beaten. Schmelke was taken home. He
afterwards accepted Ooode's apology and
did not make any complaint against him.
He wrs s.itl.Mli'd Ooode would not have
beaten him If he had been sober.

When the police aked Schmelke to
make a complaint against Goode he

and the Tollce Board was unablo
to take action.

Two Grand Juries have passed out of
existence since the trouble.

"I do not hesitate to say that this Is

the outcome of personal spite." said
Detective Ooode last night. "It is well
known that I opposed Sheriff Stanton
during the campaign arjd that the Stan-
ton men threatened to have me indicted
for assaulting Schmelke unless I sup-
ported Stanton. I did not fear their
threats. I had an opinion of my own.
and I worked against Stanton. That
right is given to every citizen.

"if' a Grand Jury can be Influenced
by one man who has a grudge against
his political enemies, then It is high
time the people elected another Sheriff.
I do not fear Indictment. I will stand
trial and prove to the people that I am
persecuted because I opposed Sheriff
Stanton."

Henry Schmelke said yesterday: "I
never made anv complaint against De-
tective Goode. Neither was I summoned
before the Grand Jury, Detective Ooode
has not interfered with any one except
myself, and I have not complained."

Anthony Fay, another bartender em-
ployed In Kile Bros.' saloon, said he

a subiioena at 2 o'clock yester-
day afternoon to appear before the
Grand Jury. He said he was told to
t 'II all he knew about Detective Goode
having assaulted Henry Schmelke He
said he was In the saloon when Ooode
quarrelled with Schmelke and witnessed
the aBsault. "1 told the truth about
the matter," said Fay. "I know
Schmelke did not want to make a com-
plaint against Ooode. Schmelke was In
tho saloon when the constable served
the subpoena on me. He did not ask
for Schmelke."

The two Kile brothers were also sum-
moned, hut were not called by the
Grand Jury They said last night
Schmelke had told them he did not
want to make a complaint against De-
tective Ooode.

It was rumored In Hoboken last night
that Stanton would seek to have the
Grand Jury consider a case against De-
tective Owen Qulnn, charged with as-
saulting James t'onway several monthsago. Detective Qulnn i losod all the
nollcy dens In Hoboken and the policy
dealers are seeking revenge.

"I do not care whether Detective
Goode Is guilty or Innocent of the charge
of having assaulted Schmelke." said
Mayor Fagan last night. "If he Is guilty
il was tho duty of former Grand Juries
to Indict him. Why was this matter
kept over this man's head si long? Tho
whole matter has an unsavory aspect. I
.hall make It my business to see that
Deteatlv, Ooode is not persecuted. It
Is nn outrage that Deteftive Giode
Should bo Indicted for roxengo

"If reports are true the Grand Jury
will add Insult upon Injury If they in-

dict Qulnn. It l a good thing for the
people of this county that they have a
new Sheriff."
