I'nlesi more than a
score of unlrnpesehed witnesses have
committed wtifui perjury, the Superin-
tendent has been guilty of repeated vio-
lations of law mil the most inhuman
cruelties, and ought not to he tolerated
for n single day In any public Institu-
tion.

It Ih clnlmed by the defense that the
witnesses who have been prisoners In
the Reformatory are not to be believed,
because their testimony Is prompted l.v
a desire to revrnge themselves against
their Jailer, an to "get even" with him.
To revenge themselves for whut? To
get even with llrockway for what?

If, as is alleged, these prisoners were
not treated brutally, they surely can
have no "revenge" to grntlfy.
