Through the Strike.

Sheriff of City Called Cpon
for Protection.

The effects of the strike on the Le-

No freight trains are
moving from the yards at Communl-jia-

and Perth Amboy, and passenger
traffic Is also Interfered with.

The strike Is a peculiar one in the re- -

ipect that It Is for principle and not for
financial reasons. The trouble has been
brewing for more than a year.

The men say that certain ruleB gov
erning their employment have been
grossly violated, Committees were ap-
pointed at various times to endeavor to

President Wilbur refused to see the
