S:reet-''leanln- g Commlsslorer William
S. Andrews was seen by on "Kvenlng
World" reporter yesterday, and was
asked several questions regarding the use
and purchase, as well as ine disposal
after using, of the ash-ca- horses in

'his Department. Commissioner Andrews,
said:

"We now have In use ln the Street-Cleanin- g

Department Lin horses. The
number used tarns according lo the time
of year and the work Imposed upon
the Street-Cleanin- g Department.

"What Is the average life of an ash-car- t

hoise? I declare it is difficult for'
me to say. A good sound horse, with
good treatment, should be of service in
the Department for about nine or ten
years. We buy or.ly young horses,
mostly those about six or seven years
of age.

"As to the disposal of our worn-o-

horses, when we discover that they are
broken down or unfit for our use they
ar- sold at public auction to the highest
bidder. But none has be.n sold since
I took charge of the I 'epartnietit.

"Horses unfit for use anywhere, or
th. se permanently injured or suffering
from incurable disease are destroyed.
They are first condemned by our veterl-- 1

nary surgeons --we employ two of them
and word is sent to the Society for the
Prevention of cruelty to Animais. who
send their wagons, and the animals are
taken aw...- and killed In the most hu-
mane manner possible.

"I have just sent out an order lo the
Superintendent of Stable for a list of
all h.rs. s now on hand which are dis-
abled or unit fjr use.

"The Street-Cleanin- Department un-
der former Commissioners hired its carts,
but we own our own carts now, except
In one outlying district, where we hire
three carts under the old system,

"Tne carts bought by the Department
are large ami heavy, and arc very severe
on our horses, you can say that I do
rot intend to purchase any more earn,
for I do not believe In the cart system.
To send out one horse and one rnan to
C Htct ashes is cruelty to both the horse
anu to the man,
