He salled from Southampton Nov, 22,
and appeinrsd to be In excellent heulth
and spirits,  He left immedintely for his
home o New Landon, Conn,, whenee he
wil go to Washington this evening.
Admiral Stanton refosed th discuss the
mitter of his recall, declaring that It
would be exceedingly indiscrect to glve
the prepared explunation of his conduct
to the public before submitting it to Sec-

retary  Horbert. His explanation, he
#ald, shonuld properly come thrmlT Hec-
retury Herbert, In whose hands he pro-

waek 1o place 1t to-morrow - moening.
e had no doubt that after the Secre-
tary had considered the matter the
document would be given to the public.

Admirnl Stanton did not sppear to be
at all worrled over the prospect, and
real'v expressed himself to that effect.
He {¢ confident of belng able to vindi-
cate his action at Rio and of re-estab-
Hshing himself in the good grucea of Lhe
Navy Departmoent.

He was appointed to the eommand of
the South Atlantic Statlon May 22, and
#ifled on his Magshlp, the Newark, from
New York Harbor Sept. 5, prepared for
a three-vears' crufee. He was to have
commund of the Charleston and all the
other ships which were to follow him to
the South Atlantic.

On entering the harbor of Rio de
Janelre, where Mello's fleer was  sti-
tioned, Oet.
