t'ook opened the door, md two men
entered. As he ..petted the safe dour
they held a pistol to his h.'nd and rifled
the safe of 11,200, Then they marched
i 'ook along the river to a swamp, where
they opened Are upon him.

one bullet entered Ilia left cheek,
knocked out two teeth, passed through
his tongue, and lodged In his palate,
where It stdl remains. The next entered
the hack of his head, whence It
hns been extracted, The third crashed
through his collar-bone- ; the f.iurth
passed through hi". Indy. striking

rib. the fifth lodged in the
thick muscles of the back, and the
sixth knocked out two hones In the
spinal column, paralyzing him,

Believing him dead, the ruffian ran
away, t'ook revived a little, and having

wound In Ms cheek and traced with his

Cook was found unconscious in the
swamp the next day. and through the
writing in blood the assailant and rob-
bers were apprehended.

Is well
known, for "The Evening World" on
Sept. 30 last published the statement on
Ihe very best authority that Mr. Van
Alen had written to the Pre!dent ask-
ing him lo withdraw hla nme.

For reasons which are now obvious,
this request was not compiled with, andMr. Van Al'ii's nomination wa duly
Confirmed, but after the lapse of more
than a month, he is now permitted to
retire as mac. 'fully a possible under
ihe circumstances, and President Cleve-
land la fi"e to appoint his uccet.or.

In his letter of r''lghntlon to Secre-
tary (IresliMin, written on Nov. JO, Mr.
