"Dr. Meyer said we should go to New
York, hire a flat, put the name 'Baum'
on the door hell and wait for him. as
New York was the place where he could
get plenty of sick men to die for us to
collect life Insurance on," said Muller.

Muller told again that the day before
he and Brandt s"t out for New York
Dr. Meyer bad given him a small pack-eg- e

tu a blue wrapper, on which was
written "Antimony," and told him
Hrandt was to he made sick In the New
York flat by doses of the antimony
sprinkled on his food. If Brandt didn't
take It willingly he must be fooled Into
taking if Without knowing It.

Mr. Brooke asked fifty questions about
the color, quality, quantity and appear,
ance of the powtler, and Muller told hlin
he didn't know, only It wus white.

After fifty other questions Mr. Brooke
asked Muller If he did sprinkle the an-
timony on Brandt's food.

Blanch says that the robbers took alto-
gether about $400 In cash. He did not
see the faces of either of the men, but
thinks they must have been thoroughly
famlllar with his premises from the way
they acted

The police of Island City are aid-

ing the Newtown authorities to search
for the burglars, but no clue has yet
been obtained.
