ITY'S COUNSEL STAND AGHAST.

Injunction Proceedings Prove to
Be a Complete
Boomerang.

The Injunction order against the Man-
hattan Elevated Hallway Company, re-
stralning It from laying a third track
in Ninth avenue above Thirteenth strect,
for which application was made to-doay
by the city before Justlce Ingrmham In
the Bupreme Court Chambers, proved to
be a large-sized boomerang.

Assiatant Corporation Counsel Dean
and Connoly were taken completely by
surprise by the argument put forward by
Lawyer Jullan T. Davis, who appeared
In behult of the Manhattan Rallway
Company to oppose the motlon. Mr,
Dean admitted that he had not even
heard of the anclent commissfon under
whose authority Mr. Davis claimed the
“L" road people were acting.

The startling feature of the case was,
that notwithstanding the fact thati the
members of this old Commisslon, which
was appeinted under an act of 1867, have
-mall long #ince been dead, the body has
been revived by appolntments mnde by
Gov. Flower within the last few days.
This Commiasion, without the Knowirlge
of the present Rapld Transit Commis-
#lon or any of the city authoritles, has
approved In due form the plans for the
laying of the third trnck In Ninth ave-
nue, after a distance of more than bulf
a mile had already been completad,

When this Informutlon was suddenly
sprung upon Mr. Dean nnd his nssociates
this morning the city's represéntatives
were almost phazed, to put It mildly,
Mr. Dean sald all he could In support of
his applieation for the Injanction, but
admitted that he was not prepared to
meet the startling facts brought forward
by Mr. Davis, and asked for time to put
in o brief Lo answer his argument,

The matter was finally left in that po-
eitlon, both sldes belng allowed to sub-.
mit their gq?vrn with permission to file
additional tirlefs, while Justice Ingraham
reserved his declslon. It was stipulnted
that the further construction of the third
trick should be stopped pending declslon
upon the motion.

In opening the argument Mr, Dean
stated that the Manhattan Company was
supposed Lo secure Its rights from the
Ol West S8ide and Yonkers Rapid-Transit
Company, snd the statute under which
the road was operated only allows the
ercciion and operntion of two tracks,

All of them have spent a portlon of
thelr lives In England, showing that
the Anarchists are afMiliated together,
and eventually will be found to be sub-
sidized by patromn who have been wen-
erally regarded as apostles of lesa mill-
tant doctrines,

BERLIN, Dec, 12.—About five hundred
Anarchists, including many women, met
heres yesterday evening. The police took
great precautions In order to prevent
Adisorder.

A clgar-maker named Hermann, who
was one of the speakers, claimed that
theoretical Anarchism was not responsi-
ble for the Paris outrage, and repudiated
the jden that the Anarchists of Berlin
were connecled with the outrage In the
Chamber of Deputles.

Werner, another speaker, held the
bourgeolse was respnnllble for the out-
rage by preventing the redress of the
wrongs of the working classes. Werner
added that the Government was not able
to suppress theoretienl Anarchism.

It was notleed, however, that the
Anarchists who attended this meeting
were generally despondent, as they fear
that the Parin outrage will lead to In-
ternationn] messures agninst Anarchista
and kindred agltators.

To-day Hermann and Welsenthal, two
of the speakers at last night's meeting
were arrested and condemned to three
months’ imprisonment for Anarchist ut-
terunces of two months ago.
