J1?" claimed by the defense in thetrial of Dr. Buchanan that the chemistswho had analyzed the viscera of Mrs.Buchanan that the tests had not beencareful nor complete and were not con-

clusive In their results. No such com-plaint can be made in this case. Prof.Doremus told with monotonous detailthe Infinite tests he mad for poisons.
He tested for mercury, he tested forlead, for copper, for bismuth, for arse-

nic, for antimony. There were "color"tests, by which certain acids change
their color where a known poison Is
present, and do not if that poison is ab-
sent. There were "residue" tests by the
use of acids or chemicals In which cer-
tain poisons leave a sediment, which
does not appear In the absence of the
poison. There were "fine" teBts and
other tests.

"I found no trace of mercurial, lead or
hlsmuth poisoning." said the witness;
"but In the Intestines I found a little
trace of copper, and In the liver a welgh-abl- e

quantity q copper.
"In the stomach I got a result of yel-

low precipitate (sediment) Indicating the
of arsenic, in the liver I

ound the metallc poison of antimony,
copper and arsenic, by other tests made
to separate the copper from all other
qualities.

"The finding of the arsenic and the
antimony was reported to Coroner
Sehultz. and I waited for further Instruc-
tions.

"After a conference with the DlBtrlct-Attorne- y

this Fall, 1 took a part of the
kidneys to New Haven, with a letter
from the District-Attorne- y to Prof. Chit-
tenden. Without telling him the results
of my analysis, I asked Prof. Chittenden
to make an analysis.

"That was In September. Later Prof.
Chittenden came to New York and we
made an analysis together of the heart,
brain and muscle, with John A. Bandal
as our assistant. We found antimony
and arsenic in each of these organs.

"We expected a weighable quantity of
antimony from each organ named and
weighed It.

"There was a weighable quantity of
arsenic In each organ, but so small In
the muscle and brain that I hesitated to
weigh it for fear I might lose it."

"Did you weigh the antimony, and, If
so, what qualtlty did you find?" asked
Mr. Nlcoll.

"Six grains of tartar emetic, the com-
mon form of antimony. I unfortunately
lost most of the antimony from the
stomach.

"I also found about two or three grains
of arsenlous oxide, altogether, and be-
tween five and six grains of antimony."

As she walked along Sixty-fourt- h street,
between Tenth and Eleventh avenues, she
said, she was suddenly seized by two
young men, one of wnom clapped his
hand over her mouth to prevent her mak-
ing any outcry, and then dragged her
Into a vacant lot on Eleventh avenue,
between Sixty-fourt- h and Sixty-fift- h

streets.
There she said she was assaulted by

eleven men. Whenever she made an
outcry or any resistance, she said, they
choked her, or pummelled her about the
face.

Her appearance bore out her story.
Her left eye was terribly swollen and

discolored, and her face was scratched
and bruised.

probably have been murdered.

FOUGHT FOR HIS WIFE.

But William Strohoefer Couldn't
Get His Lucy.

Returned to Her Parents When

Brought Into Court.

Three Policemen Necessary to Re-

strain Her Busband.

Mrs. Lucy Strohoefer, the pretty young
bride who, her husband, William Stro-
hoefer, alleges, has been restrained by
her parents from returning to him, was
produced In Supreme Court, Chambers,
before Justice Ingrham, to-d- In accord-
ance with the writ of habeas corpus
issued yesterday.

" Her parents, Mr. and Mrs. Henry
Koelle, of 306 East Eighty-sixt- h street,
and a lawyer accompanied her.

The young woman is very pretty, with
dark, brown hair and eyes, and of the
tall, willowy figure. She wore a hand-
some black dress snd black hat, andwore a black velvet wrap.

A few minutes after the young woman,
her parents and attorney reached court,
William Strohoefer, her husband, also ac-
companied by an attorney, arrived.

In his application for the writ ofhabeas corpus made yesterday. Stro-
hoefer swore that he married his wife
last August and that they had livedhappily together until last Saturday

He alleged that on that day his wife
went for a short visit to her parents,
and that they had since held her a
prisoner, to prevent her returning to htm.
He also swore they had refused to al-
low him to see her.

Justice Ingraham called the young
wife before him, and her husbandpromptly took a position beside her,
while his lawyer began an effort to In-
troduce testimony on the case.

"No, I don't want to hear any wit-
nesses," said Justice Ingraham. andturning to the young woman he said:

"You are old enough to decide foryourself whether you will elect to live
with your husband or your father andmother.

"I won't have you coerced In the mat-
ter. Now, you can leave the court-roo-

and go where you please."
At this the husband took a step nearer

his wife.
"Stand back, there." said the Justice."Now, no one can leave hls court-

room until after you have gone," said
Justice Ingraham.

After the wife had put on her wraps
she left the room.

Her brother, a youth about sixteen,
had already slipped from the room and
awaited his sister just outside the door.Tay had taken but a few steps when
the husband bolted from the courtroom,
and threw his arms around his wife's
neck.

"Let me go! Let me go!" she cried,
and her brother also began crying, "Let
my sister go!" as he struggled to re-
lease her from her husband's embrace.

The woman struggled hard to release
If and the brother struck at the

husband several times.
The cries of the young woman to be

released and the entreaties of her hus-
band for her to come with him attractedan Immense crowd.

It Anally required the efforts of three
policemen to release the young woman
from the embrace of her husband.

As soon as released the young wife
said:

"Oh, take me away from him."
A policeman lead her to another part

of the building, where she was Joined by
her parents.

Another policeman put Strohoefer out
of the building at a door at the other
end of the building. As Strohoefer was
led away he said:

"I'll sue for divorce, and I'll also sue
my wife's father."

Soldiers Kill Eight Italian Rioters
and Wound Fourteen,

Giardinello Peasants Then Butcher

a Tax Collector and Wife.

Opposition to Taxes the Cause f
the Conflict.

(Br AMOOltt! rrni.)
ROME, Dec. 13. Additional details of

the riots at Olardlnello have been re-

ceived. The mob of peasants began their
demonstrations by marching through the
streets, shouting, "Down with taxes,"
and "Long live Socialism," and Inter-
mingling their cries with cheers for the
King and Queen.

At the head of the column was a
woman who flourished above her head
banners containing portraits of the King
and Queen. The body of this woman
was afterwards found among those slain
by the Are of the soldiery, and In her
arms was still clasped the portrait of
the Queen.

Iate in the day, when the rioting was
assuming serious proportions, t.

Olmlno arrived from Montelepre with a
detachment of fifteen Bersaglleri. The
officer tried to reason with the mob and
Induce them to disperse, but finding that
it was Impossible to calm them he or-
dered his men to fix bayonets.

Either his order was misunderstood or
the soldiers had become exasperated be-

yond control by the Insults of the mob.
for one raised his rifle and fired. His
example was Immediately followed by
six others. Eight of the rioters fell
dead and fourteen were wounded. The
explanation of this great mortality Is
that the rifles were loaded with buck-
shot.

A scene of the wildest confusion en-

sued after the firing. Lieut. Clmlno was
almoBt frantic when he saw what his
men had done. He appealed to them not
to fire again, and Anally ordered them
to retreat to Fort Prlnclpessa to await
the arrival of reinforcements.

The mob, which had scattered after
the firing, now gathered again, mad with
rage, and directed the fury of their at-
tack against the tax collector. They
threw showers of stones at his house
and forced In the doors. The helpless
collector and his wife were savagely at-
tacked and were despatched with axes.

Their bodies, still warm and bleeding,
were dragged Into the street and terri-
bly mutilated by the peasants, who now
acted like demons. The heads of their
victims were cut off and stuck on pikes
and carried through the village, followed
by a howling mob, who dragged with
lliem the bodies of the murdered couple.

Hours elapsed before the mob were dis-
turbed in their ghastly saturnalia.
Cavalry then arrived from Palermo and
dispersed the rioters, who took refuge
In the country around the village.

Two of the wounded rioters have died
of their Injuries; two others art not ex-

pected to live. Many members of the
mob who were captured have axe
wounds, showing that the rioters In their
fury had wounded each other.

BRITISH SOLDIERS RIOTING.

Artillerymen Guilty of Disgraceful
Conduct at Dover.

(Br AuoelatJd Preiu I

LONDON. Dec. 13. A number of Brit-
ish artillerymen who recently arrived
at Dover, under orders to proceed to G-
ibraltar, have been guilty of grave dis-

orders since their arrival there. The
artillerymen, 2f0 In number, have broken
windows, assaulted citizens and com-

mitted other disgraceful acts. Several
of them are already In the military
prison.

The actlors of the soldiers last night
developed Into a veritable riot. Most
of them were drunk and acted like mad-
men. After smashing the windows and
furniture in the barracks, they Invaded
the streets and established a small-slse- d

reign of terror.
They forced their way into taverns,

orove out the attendants and helped
trtmselves freely to the liquors. What
they could not use they destroyed. The
people In the vicinity were so frightened
that they did not dare to venture Into
the street.

The police were powerless to cope with
the riotous soldiers, and reinforcements
of military and police were summoned.
Even then there was great difficulty In
dispersing the artilllerymen, and it was
not until midnight that they returned
to their barracks.

The men will sail for Gibraltar
rnd there they will have to stand trial
by court-martia- l.

More Signifioant Testimony in the
Ardlamont Murder Cane.

Disastrous Results of a Powder Ex-

plosion Near London.

(By Ataoelattd Preaa.)
EDINBURGH, Dec. I3.-- The trial of

Alfred J. Monson, a tutor, charged with
the murder of Lieut. Hambrough, at
Ardlamont. in August last, was resumed
here this morning before the Lord Jus-
tice Clerk of Scotland.

The exhibits were added to y by
three plaster casts of the head of the
deceased Lieutenant. Among the ludies
in Court was the wife of the prisoner.

The first witness called was John
Steven, the agent of factor of the Ard-
lamont estate, who helped to carry the
Lieutenant's body Into the house.

He said that as he was stooping over
the Lieutenant's body, he noticed the
strong smell of whiskey. When he re-

turned to the house he saw Monson
walking up and down a room In an agi-
tated manner. Monson said nothing and
was crying.

Witness also said that when the doc-
tor examined the body, he said It was
strange that ther was no smell of singe-
ing: that, however, was after the head
of the dead man had been sponged. Ac-

cording to Steven, the muzzle of the
gun which killed Lieut. Hambrough mutt
have been within the length of a barrel
of the Lieutenant's head.

Near the point where witness first saw
the body was a large hole which would
easily trip a man. While witness was
In that spot, Monson pointed out two
other places, saying : "We lifted him."
Continuing, the witness remarked that
Monson seemed confused and surprised
at the place where the body was.

At this moment a Juryman began ask-
ing why the body was lifted from the
spot where It was found, but, the Lord
Justice interposed, saying that any of
the Jurymen who desired to ask ques-
tions must wait until counsel finished.

James Dunn, was the next witness
called. He said that he had been spend-
ing his holiday at Ardlamnnt, and that
he was staying at the school-house- . On
teh morning of Lieut. Hamrough's dath,
Dunn saw Hambrough. Monson and an-

other man going shooting; he also saw
Hambrough pick up a rabbit.

Later the witness saw the three men
Jump a wire fence, and noticed that
Hambrough went to the right and Mon-
son and "Scott" to the left, after which
they passed out of slKht. About five
minutes afterwards Witness Dunn heard
a shot.

He said a
conference would be held next year In
Canada on the subject and Invited Ha-
waii to send a representative.

Howell's proposition showed that the real
scheme behind his speech, as reported.
was preliminary to a proposal for a new
treaty to be entered Into on the part
of England, through Canada, with Ha-
waii.

"Of course, no proposition has yet
been made, we have nothing before us,
but it Is not likely that we will enter
Into relations unl ss forced to do so by
the attitude of the United States.

"Yes, I am inclined to believe that the
hand and Influence of England are be-

hind this proposal, and that a proposal
for a new treaty will be made before
the time for expiration of the recip-
rocity treaty with the United States. I
certainly believe England Is trying to
gain a foothold here."
