Prof. Doremus Explains the Anal-

ysis to Dr. Meyer's Jury.

He Says Brandt's Body Was Satu-

rated with Arsenic.

Damaging Evidence Admitted De-

spite the Objections.

The network of testimony In which
Prosecutor John F. Mulntyre hopes to
enmesh Dr. Henry C. F. Meyer was
nearly completed when Justice Barrett
resumed the trial of the slicked poisoner
In the Court of Oyer and Terminer this
morning. District-Attorne- y Nlcoll said
that he hoped to conclude the case for
the prosecution

PROF. DOREMUS.
' EXPLAINS TO THE JURY.' Charles A. Doremus, Professor of Chem--r- y

and ToxicolORy at Bellevue Medical
Wtlege, and n to all New
lorkers and to the world as an expert
witness In th trials of Carlyle w. Har--e

- .i.., ... jlurmS wltli
poisoning by morphine, was called as thefirst witness of the day.

Morphine and belladonna, the poisons
used Dy Dr. Buchanan, are vegetal)!,
poisons. Antimony and arsenic are min-
eral poisons, and Prof. Doremus was
made to show his qualifications ss an ex-
pert In mineral poisons by stating lhaihe was a witness In the Vosburgh poison-
ing case In New Jersey, and had beenfrequently employed as an expert In sup-
posed cases of arsenical poisoning by the
Coroners and courts of New York and
elsewhere.

The death and burial of Dr. Mlnden'epatient, known to him as 'Oustuv M
A. J. Baum, and Identified by photo-graphs, interviewers, former acquain-tances and others as "Ludwlg Brandt,"had been proven conclusively. The res-
urrection of the body by I'ndertaker Kiphad been proven, but Carl Muller, theconfessed accomplice alone had testi-fied that Brandt had been dosed to deathwith croton oil, antlmonv and arsenicProf. Doremus was called to showthat these poisons were In the bodv dunup In quantities sufficient to have killedthe man, leaving the surrounding cir-cumstances to determine whether thosepoisons got there bv the hand or l)rMeyer, as Muller had testified, or In
onie other way.

.Prof. Doremus testified that Julv f.
IWZ, at the requeHt of District-Attorne- y
Nlcoll, he visited Kip's undertakingrooms, 136 First avenue, where he foundCoroner Schultze, Coroners' Physicians
OHare and Walsh, Detective Julian, ofthe Mutual Life Insurance Company,
the undertaker, lir. Mlmlen and two
attendants. They descended to the base-
ment where they found u plain burialx. It was opened, revealing a black
oloth-covere- d casket. This was opened
and In It was the bodv ot a man, muchdecomposed, but retaining rnont of Itsfeatures.

This was the bodv of I.udwlg Brandt.IT the photograph in court was a pho-
tograph of Brandt, for It was the body
burled by Undertaker Kip from the fiat
t--9 East Thirteenth street, which Kipwas able to determine by a safety pin
used by him In place of a missing but-
ton on the dead man's underclothing,
"hen he prepared the body for burial.

Mr. Brooke objected to anything being
sail about arsenic, and appealed to theIndictment, which makes no mention of
arsenic, the charge being that the de-
ceased came to his death by antlmonlal
poisoning.

Mr. Brooke argued that testimony to
show that Brandt came to his death by
arsenical poisoning would not be ad-
missible any more than testimony that
he came to his death by a bullet wound
or a blow from a deadly weapon at the
hands of the defendant, under this In-

dictment In which the common law count
had been omitted.

Prof. Doremus said the arsenic from
the stomach, the Intestines, spleen, liver
and their contents and fluids was a sul-
phite- that, from the heart and kidneyswas In the form of metal; that from tho
brain and muscles was a stain; that
In t.--.e brain weighed three-tenth- s of a
mllllgrame; that In the muscles one-tent-

but Indicating that there was ar-
senical poisoning In all the muscles of
the ody, especially after three monthsprone In the ground.

In other words. Judging from what he
had found In the few portions of
Brundt'a anatomy analysed, the witness
believed that the man was simply satu-
rated with arsenic.

Before ordering a recess Justice Barrett
decided against Mr. Brooke on the ques-
tion of admitting the testimony regard-
ing the presence of arsenic in the body,
saying that the Indictment charges that
I he defendant poisoned the deceased, the
kind of poison belnr Immaterial.

The of Prof. Doremus
by Dr. W. J. O'Sulllvan was taken up
after recess.

District-Attorne- y Nlcoll asked only one
question of Prof. Doremus after recess.
It was as to whether the chemist was
able to determine In what form the poi-
sons were taken by Brandt.

Prof. Doremus said be was unable to
determine and went on.

" The quantities and the quality of the
antimony and Its wide distribution
through the system, indicated that that
poison was taken In the form ot tartar
emetic, and preceding the taking of the
arsenic.

Mr. Nlcoll turned Prof. Doremus ove
to Dr. O'Sulllvan for

r. (AlU.ian iMinr MaM' what
was usually the condition of a stomach
of a person killed by arsenical poison-
ing.

"I have seen stomachs much Inflamed,
and I have seen them apparently normal.
There were no signs of orenlcal poison-
ing on the lining of the stomach of
Brandt when the pathologist performed
the autopsy July 12."

"Did you look for bismuth?" asked Dr.
O'Sulllvan.

"Yes, but I did not find a trace of It,"
said the witness.

In reply to a question from Dr. O'Btilll-van- ,
the witness aid he was unable to

late whether the arsenic found In
Rrandt's body was administered before
death or got there through an embalm-
ing process after death. This closed the

Mr. Nlcoll darned the small rent Dr.
O'Sulllvan had torn In Prof. Doremus's
testimony with a few ques-
tions. The Professor snld that the
arsenic he hod found was In the Inner-
most tissue of the body, that had It
come from another grave it would have
shown Its effects on the outside, whereas
111 .mill's outer box, coffin, clothing und
skin were dry.

The principal object of the meeting
was to listen to a report of the assignee
as to the condition of the firm's books
und accounts.

This Is the firm whose confidential
clerk, Louis, attempted suicide at the
Union Huare Hotel rqecently upon the
discovery by the firm of his defalca-
tions.

The report y was not particularly
satisfactory to the creditors, and there
were many inaccuracies In It.

It is a statement Inclduing the years
from 18S6 to 1893. during which year
l.ouis was In charge of their confidential
business.

The report did not prove that Louis
had not drawn any more than he was
emu led to.

There was a deficiency btween the
und llnhllltles of over $r,UO,000.

A committee of five creditors, unpre-feiret- l.

was appointed to Investigate the
affairs of the firm und the circumstances
of the failure. There were nearly two
hundred Creditors present.

Mrs. Hopkinson's Suit Recalls a
Former Sensation.

The Arizona Judge Said She Tried
to Shoot Him.

She Made lllm Swear Over Ills Dead
Wife's Body.

When the suit of Mrs. Alice I,. n

for ubsolute divorce from her
husband, George W. Hopklnson, comes
before the Supreme Court, It Is expected
that some sensational testimony will be
heard.

Mrs. Hopklnson Is now living at the
Park Avenue Hotel. Her husband Is a
Jeweller at 202 Broadway and lives in
the Hollywood apartments, at 110 West
Thirty-nint- h street.

Mr. and Mrs. Hopklnson were married
on Nov. 28, 1878. That is, they agreed to
live together as man ond wife In the
common-la- fashion.

Mrs. Hopklnson Is said to be the
daughter of William R. Webb, of the
famous family of shipbuilders of that
name. 8he Is thlrly-fou- r years of age
and woa born In Buffalo.

Tnree years ago Mrs. Hopklnson fig-
ured In a sensation that shook the town.
About 7 o'clock on the evening of May
12, 1880, a

rran of forty-seve- n years rushed
Into th Thirtieth street police station
and threw a revolver down In front of
Sergt. Sheldon. He declared that a
blackmailer had tried to kill him and
failed.

"Mrs. Hopklnson fired twice, but failed
In her design to kill me," he said. "I
want you to let me have a policeman to
arrest her."

The man was Murat Masterson, at onetime Assistant District-Attorne- y In theArisoiia Supreme Court, and afterwardsa Judge at Preacott. He Is also a wealthymine owner.
The woman who, he claimed, had shotat him was the Mrs. Alice L. Hopkln-

son who figures in the suit for divorce.
Mrs. Hopklnson then lived at (6 West

Thirty-sixt- h street. She had a prettily
furnished flat. Masterson had gone tothe fiat about half an hour previous to hisappearance Ir. tne police station. Therewas a quarrel and two pistol shots rang
out. Then Masterson rushed from thehouse, carrying w)tn him the revolver.

Mrs. Hopklnson declared that Mastersonwaa drunk and had tried to' kill

her. She claimed to be his ousln, and
said she was employed as his secretary.
The pair were brought uu In the Jeffer-son Market police station the following
morning. Neither would make a charge
and both were discharged.

On Monday, May, 20 Judge Master-Bon'- s
wife, Florence, who had heard way

down In her home In New Mexico of thetrouble her husband got Into, arrived In
this city. A tenrful interview was hod
between husband and wife. On the dayfollowing Mrs. Masterson suddenlv ex-
pired In her apartments In the Grand
union Hotel.

When Judge Masterson learned of ItImmediately repaired to the woman, who
ten days before, he claimed, had triedto shoot him. She accompanied him to
the hotel. There a most dramatic scene
occurred.

"Drink has caused all vour trouble,Murat Masterson," cried Mrs. Hopkln-
son. "Swesr now over the body of your
dead wife that you will never again
touch o drop of liquor."

The dazed man knelt down and withtears rolling aown his rugged cheeks
murmured brokenly:

"I swear It. So help me Ood, I swear
Mrs. Masteraor.'s body was placed In

the receiving vault at Woodlawn. andwas subsequently removed to her home
In New Mexico.

Both actors In this bit of tragedy thendisappeared Masterson was heard froma year later, when he married MissMary D. Postgate, of Chicago.
Mrs. Hopklnson gave up her flat In

West Thirty-sixt- h street and disap-
peared from public view, after leaving
behind long statements Intended to prove
her Innocence of any criminality In theMasterson case.

These Incidents in Mrs. Hopkinson's
life will, no doubt, be exploited In the
coming suit by Howe A Hummel, who
are Mr. Hopkinson's attorneys. Coudert
Brothers represent Mrs. Hopklnson.

SMOKE DECLARED A NUISANCE.

Iliii.i-i- i of Health Also Orders Long;
Isolation of Diphtheria ('use.

At a meeting of the Heallh Hoard this
afternoon a resolution was passed de-

claring the smoke created by the New
York Steam Heating Company, Cortlandt
and Washington streets, to be a public
nuiaanee and ordering the same to be
abated forthwith.

A report waa read on diphtheria. It
came from the Bureau of Bacteriology.
It was recommended that In cases
where patients were sick with diphtheria
the regular period of Isolation would not
be ended until such patient's throat
had been found to be free from matter
containing bacillus.

The Sanitary Committee, of which Dr.
Edson Is the chairman, approved of the
report on tuberculosis submitted several
days ugo by Prof. Biggs, the bacteriolo-
gist of the Department, and a resolution
was adopted making the recommenda-
tions contained therein the regular work
of the Department.

This report shows that tuberculosis
Is contagious, but none the less pre-
ventable. It recommends that a hospi-
tal be set aside for consumptives and
that patients be treated as If they had
any other contagious malady.

WASHINGTON. Dec. 11 When the

Senate met y Mr. Coekrell, from the
Joint Committee on the Kxerutlve De-

partments, reported the House bill to
Improve the methods of accounting In
the Post-Offic- e Department, and It was
placed on the calendar.

The I 'resident pro tern, laid before I he
Semite th message of the House dis-
agreeing to the amendments of the Hen-at- e

on the Nw York and New Jersey
Bridge bill, and asking for a conference
thereon.

On motion of Mr. Gorman, Messrs
Vest, Gorman and Frye were appointed
conferrees on the part of the Senate.

The President pro tern, next laid be-

fore the Senate the resolution offered
on Monday by Mr. Hoar (Rep., Mass.)
calling on the President for further In-

formation In the Hawaiian matter, and
Mr. Frye (Rep.. Me.) addressed the Sen-
ate.

Mr. Frye said he did not rise for the
purpose of discussing tfis Hawaiian ques-
tion, as It seemed to him the Senate wus
not In a condition for discussion. For an
Intelligent discussion It was absolutely
necessary that there should be n further
and complete and official Investigation
of the facts and a report made to the
Senate. He expressed the hope that the
Committee on Foreign Relations would
make such Investigation.

Mr. Vest, who followed Mr. Frve al
2.15 P. M., said as he understood the
condition of alTalrs In Hawaii, ihe
Provisional Government was a de facto
government, as ne understood inter-
national law a de facto government had
all the rights of a de Jure government,
whether that government was estab-
lished rightfully or wrongfully.

It was a defacto government,
and any assault upon It by armed force
on the part of the United States or any
other country must be an act of war.
which can only be brought about by the
action of Congress.

He did iloi ondwitard t'nat the Here
retary of State meant tba. armed force
wottlirUe employed. He was an eminent
Jurist. It seemed Impossible to him thatthe Prealdent of the 1'nlted States or
the Secretary of State could have come
