"Evening World" Fight Likely
to Bear Fruit.

Police Board Will Ask for Increased
Appropriation.

"I'll" Evening World's" effort" t i gel
for the city of New York a police patrol
wagon service seems likely to meet with
success very soon.

At the meeting of the Hoard of Police
Commissioners, this afternoon. Commis-
sioner Sheehan reported that he hail
carefully Investigated the cost of the pa-

trol wagons, and had bids from several
firms.

He estimated that it would cost to buy
and man for the ten stations Where
there are police matrons about ti'i.OOO.

After Commissioner Sheehan had re-

ported the Hoard Instructed him to go
before the Hoard of Estimate and Ap-

portionment at their meeting next
Thursday and endeavor to get the pres-
ent appropriation of $il."io increased to
115,000, and a still further appropriation
of 110,000 as soon as possible.

The members of the Hoard seemed to
be of the opinion that patrol wagons In!
the ten stations mentioned were all that
could be handled without a signal ser-
vice.

It Is probable that the other members
of the Board will accompany Commis-
sioner sheehan Thursday afternoon and
urge the n'ed to the Police Department
of the additional appropriations.

The report f the Superintendent said
that he had examined the records of thJ
Nineteenth Precinct from October J.
1892, lo Dee. ti. 1883 O'Connor's termt.
and from Dec, to Dec. 15. He found
ih.it durinn the latter period Capt,
Schmlttberger had raided twenty-on- e dis-
orderly houses, sixteen of which had
been found In tenement-house- s. The
tit her live had been raided by Capt.
O'Connor several times. During Capt.
O'Connor's term he had raided ninety-thre- e

disorderly houses, and made 3a;;
arrests nf Inmates.

The report Introduced two letters
one which he hail n to Capt. Bchmttt-
berger, and another to Capt. O'Connor,
asking for the details of the conversa-
tion which passed between the two cap-
tains when O'Connor the Tender-
loin.

The replies were to the effect thai
O'Connor had given Bchmtttberger a list
of all disorderly houses, advlsi u him to
raid them, and detailed his men to do
It.

After the report had been rem. Com-
missioner McLean said that it did not
conform to the resolution of the Hoard.

"I did not ask the Superintendent to
make a report in defense of t'upt. O'Con-
nor. he added. "I slnsply wanted him
to llnd out if these disorderly bouse.,
existed previous to Dec. ti. He may have
mis'indermtood mar'

"Hue Commissioner Maclean or any
other member of Ibis Hoard any charge
to make against Capt. O'Connor?" asked
Commissioner Martin.

"This shows no neglect of duty on
the part of Capt O'Connor." said Mr.
MacLean, picking up the report, "nor
do J believe the Superintendent expects
to find evidence of dereliction f duty
In the blotter of the Nineteenth Pre-
cinct."

"i voted against Commissioner 's

resolution," broke in President
Martin, "because l did not believe that
Capt SchmlttberaerB raiding was any
reflection upon Capt. ' ' 'oiuior. 1 be-

lieve that the Superintendent's report,
submitted substantiates that
belief."

It was th-r- that the hot words passed
between President Martin and Commis-
sioner McLean. The former said it had I

been intimated that Cant. O'Connor had
received money for protection.

"That s the first 1 beard of It." said
Commissioner McLean, who seeind sur-
prised.

"Well. It in so charged In the public
press," rejoined the President.

"I am not Interested In the public
prenR." cried Mr. McLean.

Ves you are." retorted Commissioner
Martin. "YOU art- just as much Inter-
ested in it as any other member of this
Hoard. I for one do not intend lo bring
Capt. O'Connor to trial unless some evi-
dence is brought forward to prove the
necessity of such a course."

Commissioner McLean moved to send thi
rert back to the Superintendent for
more specific Information. He was voted
down by the other Commisstoenrs.
