He wanted only men who could devote
kll their time to public affairs.

As the leaders were not consulted they

had no ctlB.nCt to make selections of
coadjutors. Possibly Mr. fruiter Intends
to relieve them of nil cmbarrnssment In
the mnttcr and select their coadjutors
himself.

But the general Impression of those
with whom 'The Evening World" re-
porter talked Is that the scheme
of giving each p- n n leader a business
associate Is nothing more or less than
an attempt to discount In advance the
threatened revolt of the business inter-
ests of the city against Tammany Halt

In this view of the case Mr. Croker's
plan Is an evidence of the fan that he
eiprehends serious trouble In the future.
And, furthermore. It Is though! to re-
veal a structural weakness In tiie or-
ganization. Ili wants a loyal man In
some district as a check upon

leaders, many of whom are con-
niving against him.

ActionB Against Reuben Cohen

May Be Dismissed.

A Mlxed-t- p Case In Which Gold-fo- g

le Springs a Legal Trap.

Civil Justice Henry M. Ooldfogle end
Lawyer Maurice It Hlumenthal, of 110

Natsau street, nre ... nrlng orders of
discontinuance of t'c tctlons brought
against lleuben t h n by iacharlss
Isaer for $1,192.37, Hlmon Silver and
Marts Tarshetz for $o0ij.09, and by Harris
Kaplan for $l'.242.iO.

The orders are based upon the decis-

ion of Judge Freedmsn, In the superior
t'ourt IhsI week, dlsmlslna the com-

plaint of i?rne Rosen axinst the same
defendant f'olun.

June 9 Cohen was Indicted on charge
of fraud preferred against him by the
abOVS five creditors. His hall was fixed
at 15,000 by Judge cowing, tn General
Sessions court.

The only one willing or able to give
hall for Cohen was a brother, Nathan.
who lived In Richmond, Va., and who.
for that renson. was not eligible as sure-
ty. Justice (ioldfogle, the accused man's
attorney, finally prevailed upon the Hank
of New York. National Hanking Asso-
ciation, of 44 Wall street, to give bonds
for Cohen. This was done upon the
brother depositing $5,000 with the State
Hank of Virginia. In Richmond, to the
credit of the New York banking-house- ,

whose Cashier, Mr. Meade, accordingly
became surety, and Keuhen Cohen was
released.

The case was afterwards frequently
on the court calendar for trial, but the
prosecution, for one reason or another,
was never ready, and Judge Cowing
finally ordered the surety discharged
and released Cohen on bis own recognl-sanc-

in the mean time civil suits, supple-
mentary proceedings, third party orders
and multitudinous other legal manoeu-
vres were Instituted by tne creditors
