Bank Superintendent Preston
Takes Immediate Charge

of Affairs.

DEPOSITORS MAY NOT SUFFER.

Denials that Madison Square

Troubles Had Anything to

Do with It.

Wall street was startled shortly after
10 o'clock this morning, by the announce-
ment that the St. Nichols flank, which
Is in the Mills Building, at the corner of
Broad street anrl Exchange Place, had
closed its doors.

There was a general rush for the
bank, and within a few moments a
noisy and excited crowd had gathered
ooOUt the entrance.

he doors had been locked and m
One was allowed to pro in. L'pon the
outer Kin door the following notice
was posted:

Thin hunk Is closed pending rxjminatlnn
( HARLBfl M. PKBHTGN,

ti$c. 21. 1M3. Superintendent.
This was all the explanation that watt

afforded the public of Iho sudden col-

lapse of the institution, which Is one of
the oldest Btate hanks in the city.

I' was said at flr.--t that the action of
Rank Supt. Preston had been taken
upon Mine secret Information which he

? had obtained in regard to the, bank's
affairs, for at the ClearlngHouae Man-
ager Scherer said that no intimation
th he bank would close hd been re-

ceived tnere until a few minutes before
10 o'clock.

President Oravea did not arrive at the
bank until some time after the notice
had been posted on the door. When he
saw It he appeared to be dumbfounded,
and exclaimed In an excited tone:

"What can this mean? This a very
proceeding OH the part

of the Superintendent. 1 don't under-
stand it. 1 supposed this bank was so-
lvent.''

The crowd made way f.ir him, ami he
went In. He was met by Supt. Preston
and Mr. Judson, his assistant.

He repeated to Mr, Preston what he
had said outside, and declared that the
closing of the bank was a hlghhanded
proceeding, and demanded to know what
it meant.

Mr. Preston and President Gravel
then went behind the tailing in the
Office and engaged in a heated discus-
sion. The bank was then cleared of all
outsiders and the doors locked,

It was learned afterwards that Supt.
Preston had not acted without the con-

currence or the Clearing-Hous- Commit
tee. and It was reported that he had had
a conference yesterday with President
Tappan. of the Gallatin Hank, and Presi-
dent Nash, of the Corn Kxchange Hank,
members of the Committee in regard to
the affairs of the bank.

The following statement was sent out
l.v a Wall street news agency shortly
after the closing of the bank

"There has been some suspicion of the
condition of the St. Nicholas for some
time, and it has been closely watched.

"nank Superintendent Preston sum
moned yesterday Messrs. Tappan. of the
Gallatin Hank, and Nash, of the Corn
Kxchange Kank, as members of the
Clearing-Hous- e Committee, to a confer
ence with him.

"An examination hy these three gentle-
men of the bank's hooks revealed that
the capital was largely impaired, and it

i was deemed advisable to close the doors
of the bank, pending an examination.

"While the condition Of affairs war-
ranted the claaln of the bank, it is
hellved that the assets will permit a
payment of depositors In full.

"Mr. Tappan says the Madison Square
Hank complications have nothing to do

- with the suspension of the St. Nicholas
Bank.

Some time
ago the .bark had to reduce its capital,
and Bines the Culture of the Madison
Sqi are Bl nk It has been known to be in
a weak condition. I believe, neverthe-
less, the bank will make a fair showing
of condition, and that depositors will be
paid In full "

The St. Nicholas Hank sent its checks
to the Celarlng House this morning at
the usual hour, and was all ready to
go through the regular routine, when
word was received by Manager Sherer
from Supt. Preston that the bank would
not open

He immediately notified the clems not
to complete the exchanges, and the
checks sent in by other banks on the
St. Nicholas were returned to them to
hold for future developments.

The specific charge is that, while he
was cashier of the Commercial Bank, f"t
several months previous to the failure oj

that institution, he swore to false and
fraudulent reports sent to the State
Hanking Department, in order to conceal
the true condition of the bank's financial
affairs,

Immediately after ids arrest he was
brought before Judge Moore and asked
what he hail to say.

"1 refuse to plead." he said, "until I

have seen my counsel "

Judge Moore told him he had that
right.

He was then taken to the prisoners'
pen. As he sat down, he asked the
detective to send for his lawyer. Adolph
Simls. jr.

At the time this Indictment was hand-

ed up by the Grand Jury, there was also
another one handed to Judge Moore.
which has not been out of his possession
since.
