A NEEDED INVESTIGATION

Th Police Commissioners should at
once ascertain the fails In the alleged
case of brutal clubbing by Policeman
Wood, of the Mercer street squad, yes-

terday evening at the corner of Broad-

way and Fourteenth street, snd of the
disgraceful Incidents accompanying the
act.

According to the story, a respectably
dressed man. under the Influence of
liquor, attempted to hoard a cable car
at that spot and was ordered off by the
conductor.

The man pleaded to he allowed to re-

main on the car. causing some delay,
when the policeman, as alleged, Inter-

fered and, with a profane remark, began
at once to club the offender. In spite or
the protests of a vast numher of persons,
many of whom volunteered aa witnesses,
the man was clubbed Into Insensibility,
snd Ihen his condition was such as to

necessitate the calling of an nmbulance.
It is not known where the Injured man

was taken, but some newspaper re-

porters who made Inquiries al Ihe Mer-

cer atreet station are n.ild to have been
refused Information and greeted with
profane abuae by the Captain.

Caaea of 'his kind are happily rnre
It Is not often now that the papers are
called upon to record a rase of hruinl
and unnecessary clubbing. To the credit
of the force It can he said that, consider-
ing the many arrests made of Intoxicated
perenns, the prisoners are generally
treated without unnecessary roughness
But. If the story of Policeman Wood's
conduct la correctly slated, he la unlit
to be on the force and should be re-

moved at once. Investigation should
also be made of the alleged misconduct
of the Csptaln towards the reporters. A

profane blackguard la unfit to be a cap-
tain of a precinct.

BABIES AND BIMETALLISM.
Oov. Pennoyer, of Oregon, has ad-

dressed a stirring Christmas letter to
President Cleveland, which, while It Is
not likely to rival In popularity or in
widespread publicity the celebrated
story of the night before Christmas,
when all through the house not a crea-
ture was stirring, nor scarcely a mouse,
may yet have an Important effect on
bimetallism and the National policy.

The (lovernor of Oregon avails him-
self of the day of roast turkeys and
Christmas trees to remind the President
that the legislature of Oregon, great
aa it is, la not aa powerful In National
affaire aa the two Houses of Congress,
and, while he has been frequently urged
to call that Legislature together to alle-
viate the condition of affairs and avert
Impending calamity, he feels that the
President can do more even than a
Pennoyer In this direction He there-
fore urges Mr. Cleveland to look upon
hla sleeping babies In their couches,
"the pictures of health consequent on
their having sufficiency of food and
clothing," and as he tucks them up
snugly and warmly to make up hla
mind at thla Christmas season to com-
pel Congress to do something for silver.

"Declare for the use of both gold and
sliver aa standard money without dis-
crimination against either metal." says
Pennoyer, and give relief to the "Inno-ean- t

victims of vicious financial leglala- -

tlon" In the Western State, "whose sleep-
ing forms are bathed by the scalding
tears of mothers bending oyer them In
sorrow and despair."

This appeal to babies and bimetallism
to cradlea and free coinage-i- s as touch-
ing as it is timely. Who can predict
what Its effect may be on our silver
legislation?

STRUCK A SUNKEN WRECK.

Crew of the Schooner Max Aban-
don Their Ship at Might.

Th schooner Max. 1a en with
undr command of Capt.

Patrick, arrived from Haytl this morning
In tow of th big ocan-goln- ug Ocean
King. The Max was in a crippled con-
dition and her rrew tll a tali of prll
encountered on th high sea.

On the night of Dec. IS. when off Tape
Haltera. th choonr. which waa mak-
ing rapid progress before a good wind.
Struck a sunken wreck. The Impact wan
terrible, and the crew, believing the
schooner wan sure to sink, made a rush
for the boat.

For nn hour the boats remained In the
vicinity of the abandoned vessel, ex-

pecting to wee It sink at any moment. At
length Capt, Patrick persuaded the men
to return on board, when an examination
was made

It was found that the schooner waa
lenklng badly, and the rudder waa un-

manageable After great difficulty the
leak was patched up, and by means of
guys and tackles the rudder was repaired
temporarily.

The wind continuing fresh the schooner
was headed for Foptresa. Monroe, where
further repairs were made. Many of the
butts were started, and the rudder pintles
were twisted out of place.

The services of the I.uckenbacks' tug
were then engaged, and the schooner was
towed to this port.

I'h ttiK had in tow barge No. in. be-

longing to the company, for Lush a Den
've. .mil was trying to effecl a landing
at theti dock at tio- foot of Fortieth
street. The wind which was blowing S
gale at the time, made the work very
difficult

The i .ik Sas about to enter In slip,
and sa Inglng around attempted to go
alongside the barge to force her Up the
duck.

As soon as h fiswser was loosened
the barge became unmanageable, and
before the tusj could again km out of the
way the two came together with a ter
rlbfe crash,

Th collision tore away th door lead-
ing Into the engine-roo- nad th waves,
Which were vi'j y high, soon flooded th
decks and Idled the engine-room- .

Th u.w made rveiy t'ffurt to save
the ug, but tbe high winds tossed hei
about like h shJl, and it aoon became
SVldent that She must go down

Hv this time th lug had worked sev-
eral hundred feel from the dock. On
account of th wind ami waves, It was
impossible for the small boats with
which the tug Is manned tu b launched.

Another heavy wave at that moment
broke over the tug. carrying away her
pilot-hous- All hands were thrown
Into the water. They Hung to the wreck-
age floating about and niHde for the
sh ir with It.

of Hush & Den well, ran down to the
dock from the other end of th yard. and,
although the wind blew furiously and
threatened to swamp them a doxen
iltnes, they went out In a small row-boa- t

to th rescue of the struggling
men. and threw n rope which was fas-
tened to the pilot-hous- e, This waa then
towed to the shore. The steward of th
tug. who had clung to the how of th
Hrllliant, was rear. led b Ihe crew of
Itnrge No. 10. The fireman, however,
could not be found.

The fireman was a new man and had
only been taken on this morning to re-
place the regular man. who was sick.

FEARED IT WAS A LIVE WIRE.

Kxrltlna: F.xperlenre of Passengers
on a City Hall " 1." Train.

ThM-- was an incipient panic for a few
mlnulps In the first car of the Third
Avanu "1." train that srrlvpcl st f'lty
Hall station at 7.50 this morning, and
many of tho passengers considered that
they had had a lucky escape from what
might have been serious injury or pos-
sibly worse.

.lust nfter the train drawn by engine
IliR left Twenty-thir-d street the pas-
sengers In the tlrst car were startled by
a rasping, grating, scraping sound on
the roof, such as would be made by the
branches of trees scraping a buggy top.

Hut there are few trees In New York,
and none along the line of the Third
Avenue "1" Instinctively the passen-
gers knew that the scraping sounds
could be caused only by a wire, and In-

stantly they became apprehensive that
It might be an electric light wire.

It waa. For several blocks the thing
was Invisible. Then It dangled over the
roof and hung along the eastern side of
the car, squirming and jerking about
like s snake.

One end of the wire had. In some man-
ner, become fastened to the front end of
the car roof This kept the wire continu-
ally dangling about the ear, and occa-
sionally the loose end would strike a pil-
lar or other object down In the atreet
and snap like the long lash of a gigantic
whip.

To put It mildly, th passengers In the
flrst csr were nervous. Nc-- e of them
knew whether or not the dsngllng. snake-
like affair was a live wire but all feared
It was, and every one expected
at any minute to see the electric serpent
shoot f.irth sparks.

Finally at Sixteenth street, there waa
a short, quick snap, ancl the threatening
wire dlsapiieared. Then everyone drew
a long breath and looked relieved.

The engineer of the train did not see
the wire, but to several passengers he
said that In all probability It had been
dropped upon his train by workmen,
who might have been atrlnglng wires
across Third avenue.

An "Kvenlng World" reporter walked
from Twenty-thir- d street, where the wire
llrst appeared, to Sixteenth street, where
it dropped from the train, but was un-
able to And any one who knew anything
about the strange occurrence.

Kven the wire hud disappeared, having
possibly been removed by the workmen
who are supposed to have dropped It.

About four years ago. a live electric
light wire got entangled with a Southferry train In Pearl street, and drag-
ging along behind It. slightly Injured two
pedestrians on the sidewalk below.
