Kchocei, touched Martin's rec-
ord at' a little after 8 o'clock last even-
ing, as was predicted In "The Evening
World," and had till 10 o'clock
to pile up more miles for coming cham-
pions to Deal. But as Schock's lead was
so great as to give him a "sure thing,"
lie loitered after that, spending much
time In his quarters.

At 4.04 this morning the Austrian scored
1,500 miles. He ran eight miles further
In the next hour, and at 6.3b retired to
his hunk. Waller had retired at 5.19, a
badly used-u- p man.

Bank Teller Leaves Providence
with Currency and Gold.

A. Dennett, one of the best known

bank teller! In I'rovldence, has (led
town with a large sum of money. His
has been no series of peculations running
over a number of months, but a cool
steal of cosh In one night.

Bennett Is not more than thirty years
of age. He bus been In the employ of
the Globe National Hank about ten
years, and worked himself up from
clerk to teller. He had full swing In the
bank, and hud the entire confidence of

ashler George C. Noyes.
After the close of the banking hours

Thursday he spoke to Mr. Noyes, say-
ing that a distant relative had died and
that he should like to attend the funeral.
Mr. Noyes grunted a leave of absence,
and Ilfiinett went out.

Bennett did not return from the
funeral at the hour that he said he
would yesterday, and this led to sus-
picion thnt something was wrong. The
suspicion was confirmed when Mr.
Noyes, in making up his cash for the
day, found that his gold was wrong.
There was a bag on the floor of the

mli that ought to hnve had $4,000 in
It, but the gold coin bad been entirely
abstracted and In Its place had been
substituted about $200 in silver. This
made a shortage of $3,800 foi a starter.
The money in bills was next overhauled,
and about W.OOO more was found to have
vanished.

It was 8.30 o'clock when Cashier Noyes
had fully satlslled himself that his trust-
ed teller was a thief. He men went lo
the residence of President Sims, and
both drove to Hennett's house, 22 Ford
street. They found Mrs. Hennett com-
pletely prostrated.

Hennett is about B feet 7 Inches In
height, of heavy build, hos light-brow- n

hair, light-brow- n eyes and smooth face.
He has one child, a little girl about four
years old. His father-in-la- Is a man of
wealth and social position. The police
of New York, Hoston, the West and
Montreal have been given a full descrip-
tion of Hennett. with Instructions to ar-
rest him on sight, it Is thmigh! that
he has taken a uteamer for Europe.

A. H. Howland, of Boston, Dis-

appeared During the Night.

Suppoied to Have Leaped Over-

board into the Sound.

Ills Clothes Pound In Hit Stateroom
This Morning.

It Is believed that A. H. Howland, of
Hoston, who was a passenger on the
Pall ltlver steamer Pilgrim, which ar-
rived here this morning at fi.Itu o'clock,
committed suicide by leaping overboard
some time during the night.

Nothing has been seen of him since
the boat reached her dock at the foot
of Murray street this morning.

In his stateroom were found several
articles of clothing, which he had evi-

dently worn when he came aboard.
The discovery that he was missing waa

not made until 7.30 o'clock this morning,
when the servants, who were making
their rounds, reached Mr. Howland's
stateroom, which was No. IBS, In the
upper grand saloon deck, forward.

The door, which opened upon a short
passageway leading to the outer deck,
was closed.

The servant knocked, hut receiving no
response, opened the door, which was
Unlocked, and went In.

The berth In the stateroom had evi-

dently been occupied. On the back of a
chair a coat and vest was hanging and
a small satchel lay on the floor beside It.

A shirt with a collar and necktie lay
on the bed, and one shoe, one rubber
nnd a tint made up the list of belongings
which the missing passenger had left
In his stateroom.

None of the officers or watchmen on
hoard had seen him during the night and
Capt. Gardner did not remember him at
all, although he had given his name at
the captain's office, and it appeared on
the register.

"He got his tlrket in Boston." said
Capt. Uaidner to an "Evening World"
reporter this afternoon, "and that Is
wt y we saw so Utile of him. No one
on board remembers him."

The Captain added that an examina-
tion of the mowing man's clothing and
satchel bad been made, and that u silver
card case hd been found In one of the
poekets.

The cards bore the name of "A. H.
Hon land, C. E., 9j Milk street, BOBton."

A charm on the w.iteln I1.1I11 which was
round upon the vest indicated that the
owner was a member of the American
Hnclety of Civil Engineers, and an In-

scription on the back was dated "I8M."
"As I said," continued Capt. Gardner,

"no one on board remembers htm and
he must have gone straight to his state-
room after securing his place when he
came aboard.

"Judging ftom this locket he must
have been a man well advanced In life.
1 never heard of him before. I have tel-

egraphed to Honton agents of the line
and suppose they will lake some steps
to look up his family. If he has one.

"Do I think he committed suicide'.' I

don't know any more about It than you
ilo. The circumstances point to that, for
hla stateroom door Is In a narrow pas-
sageway which opens right on the outer
deck. He euuld have walked out then-durin-

the night very easily without
being noticed.

"I only know that he Is not on board,
for we have searched everywhere, and
he could not have gone ashore after the
boat landed, with one shoe on and minus
a hat and coat without being noticed.

"Nothing has been found In the state-
room which can give any clue to the
mystery, and the satchel, which Is a
small one. only contains a few articles
such as any man would carry with him
on a short trip."

One of the peculiar features of the
ease Is that the matter was not reported
to the police of this city by any of the
ofllcers of the Company, although Police-
man Finnerty, of the steamboat squad,
hud been aboard the steamer from the
time she went Into the dock.

When Inquiry was first made of Capt.
Gardner by an "Evening World" re-

porter In regard to the report of the
suicide, he denied point blank that he
knew anything about It, and declared
that there had qot been a, suspicion of
such an occurrence.

Afterwards he admitted the truth of
the story and consented 10 give some of
the particulars.

He said he had not reirted the case
to the New York police because he In-

tended to make his report In Hoston.
