BANK 0 ENGLAND CONTROL.

London Times Advocates a Sew
Head anil Yonnaer Committee.

(Br Aaaoclated Preaa )

LONDON, Jan. 8. The Times y

publishes a long letter which is attract-
ing much attention In the city this after-
noon. The article deals with the criti-

cisms of the Bank of England's petition,
and says that It Is true that serious Ir-

regularities have lately come to light In

the management of the bank, but that
nothing has happened to Justify the
language used during the last two
months.

In the opinion of The Times the pres-
ent system of changing the Governor of
the Bank of England every two years
should be abolished, and a permanent
official shaiild be provided, In preference
to a chief cashier with a high salary.

Furthermore, The Times suggests a re-

duction in the average age of the Com-
mittee of the Treasury, who, according
lo The Times, are Inclined to be too
conservative regarding general manage-
ment.

BLIZZARD LINGERS IN SPAIN.

Madrid Streets Deserted and Crops
Are Seriously Damaajed.

(Tly Auorlattd Presa.)
LONDON. Jan. 8. A Madrid despatch

to the News says that the heavy frost
and snow continue throughout Spain and
that the railways are blocked. In Madrid
the theatres, cafes and streets are de-

serted. The frosts have seriously dam-
aged the sugar cane, olive and orange
plantations In Andalusia.

A despatch from Vienna states that
the wind is still blowing at a great rate
In that city. At Trieste, which is like a
city of the dead, the snow Is a foot
deep and the wind prevents people from
walking through the streets or standing
on the quays.

A SIGN OF PEACE.

CteB, Sellout uiorT Is to Succeed
Gourko at Warsaw.

(Uy Associated Press.)
LONDON, Jan. 8. A St. Petersburg

despatch to The Times says that con-
firmation has been received from a
trustworthy source of the report that
Qen. Schouvaloff will succeed Gen.
Gourko at Warsaw.

The correspondent says that this may
be regarded as another sign of peace,
because, otherwise, Schouvaloff, who la
persona gratlsslma at the court of Ber-
lin, would not have been appointed to
auch an Important military and civil
command, where the Czar's representa-
tive Is always considered to have no
small influence upon the relations be-
tween the two countries.

NEW BRITISH NAVAL VESSELS

Thirty-tw- o Torpedo-Do- at Destroy-
ers to Re llnilt at Once,

LONDON, Jan. 8. The thirty-tw- o

British torpedo-boa- t destroyers, which are
Included in the programme given out to
various contractors, will probably be com-
pleted during the next financial year.
One which Is already finished has a
speed of twenty-si- x knots.

The others are to have a guaranteed
speed of twenty-seve- n knots. The crulaer
Powerful will be commenced Immediately.
The cruiser Terrible will be commenced
next year. The cost will be 800,000. Each
will he 500 feet long, of 14,000 tons and
a speed of twenty knots.

the trial of the suit brought by the
executor of John C Austin for the re-

covery of $15,000 life Insurance, was re-

sumed this morning before Justice Pat- -

Mr. Pearl was a clerk for the United
Btates Mutual Accident Association, at
330 Broadway, In ML He Identified a
policy for $10,000 Issued tn John C. Austin,
July 1, 1891, three days before the al-
leged drowning of Austin, while bathing
at Manhattan Heach.

Col. James, who has promised to the
jury that he would prove that John C.
Austin was seen by a cloud of wit-
nesses In the Adlrondaiks for a month
or six weeks after he was drowned,
made the witness tell the official titles
of all the Insurance men whose nnmes
appeared on the policy, and that the In-

surance began at precisely forty min-
utes after 8 o'clock on the afternoon of
July 1. 1891.

Messrs. Trull and O'Uorman had no
questions to ask for the plaintiff.

Next Col. James Introduced a (govern-
ment report to show that the tide at
Sandy Hook and Coney Island was
coming In at tht hour about 4 P. M
when John C. Austin fs supposed to have
drowned, and was coming in from two
to three hours after that. This was to
show that Austin's body could not have
been carried out to sea, but must have
been earrled un on the beach.

The plaintiff's attorneys declined to
accept this book, and Ellas H. Dunn,
the Oovernment weather observer, was
called to show what was the direction
and velocity of the wind on July 4, 1891.

Mr. Dunn, who la the handsomest nnd
most suave witness Justice Patterson
has had In 1894. testified from his records
that on July 4, 1891, the wind was blow-
ing from the southwest about all day,
and from 2 to 6 o'clock that afternoon It
blew from sixteen to seventeen miles an
hour directly towards Manhattan Heach.
It waa the same next day, only at a
velocity of nine to fourteen miles an
hour.

Mr. Dunn testified that that July 4

was generally clear, and that the tem-
perature ranged from 60 to 76.9 degrees,
practically substantiating the teHtlmony
of Dallon, witness for plaintiff, that It
was the coldest Fourth of July he had
ever known.

Again, no eross-quaatlo- were asked,
and the handsor.te clerk of the weather
went away with his armful of records.

Adolf Marx, a Lieutenant-Command-

in the Navy, In charge of the branch
hydrographlc office In the Maritime Ex-
change, where reports of the tides are
kept, came next with testimony that the
tides were coming in at the time of the
.supposed drowning of John C. Austin,
July 4. 1891.

The highest tides are reached the day
after a new or full moon, having been
Gradually increasing from quarter moon

at 6.24 P. M. of that day it
waa high tide all along Coney Island
from Norton's Point to the Oriental
Hotel, a rise of 4 feet from mean low
tide.

From his maps the witness waa able
to testify that the water at Manhattan
Reach was only 10 to 12 feet deep aa
far out aa 150 yards from shore, with a
amooth, hard bottom, without rocks or
other roughness on the bottom,
fyo Dzmt ngflbS:oyelndaeslah nue. :;.:;'!

.Toslah Paxton, of 63 Kast Ninth street,
who Is engaged In enlarging photographs,
identified the life-si- photograph of John
C. Austin in hunting costume, as a solar
print copy made by him from a cabinet

of the alleged dead man. and
r. ('harles Jewltt. of Rrooklyn, taken

In 1890.
The big photograph was unveiled, and

then Foreman Rrown, the nervous
Juror, told the Court that he was dis-
appointed In the enlarged picture because
one of the two gpms was milling

With a beautiful display of angelic pa-
tience, Justice Petterson explained that
the big picture was intended to show the
figure of John C. Austin, and that the
gun, standing a little apart, had been
"cut out" as of no consequence.

Jay Ramsa, of LOWVilli. Lewll
County, on the edge of the North Wools,
where he keeps conveyances for tour sts
and hunters In the Adirondack, waa thfl
next witness.

He said he had known John C. Austin
In 1885, when he saw hi in " 'bout an
hour."

Mr. Ramsay recognized the blng pho-
tograph as a portrait of John C. Austin.
and recalled that In 1885 Austin had with
him a wife, two children, a fluTII and
trunks, valises, guns and packages re-
quiring two teams to draw them over the
hills ani Into the woods.

"I saw Mr. Austin 'bout three times
that season," aald the mount aneer.
"They came out In August. My boy
drove 'em over to Lowvllie.

"They came again In 1886."

Policeman Zimmerman, of the Mercer

MR. DUNN'S COLD WAVE HERE

Temperature Fell to Six Degrees

Below the Freezing Point.

A Still Further Drop and Probable
Skating Predicted.

Local Forecast official Dunn entered
hlN office In the Kqultable Rullding this
morning all wrapped up light and with
hll big overcoat collar turned up around
his ears to keep out the cold wave which
he announced to a small army of re-

porters had arrived at last.
To convince the newspaper men that It

was really here Mr. Putin pointed to his
re) ears and slapoed his hands together
over the steam radiator In his office.
After bustling about for a few min-
utes he got his weather map and told
the reporters the story of the "cold
wave," as follows:

"It arrived late last night and came
In very suddenly.

than we have bad this Winter."
.Mr. Dunn'l reports show thnt there were

llgnt flurries of snow In the lake re-
gions, lai.t night, and a little rain in the
Atlantic States Is fair elsewhere
over the country and decidedly colder in
all States except those that border on
the Qulf of Mexico

Mr Dunn thinks that by
night the Ice on the small lakes mid Van
Cortlandt Lake will be frozen thick
enough for skating. It Is possible, he
says, thai the Central Park lakes may
also furnish skaters this week with the
I onsT looked -- for chance to disport them-
selves on the Ice.
