HBmoke poured out through the broken
windown, and the growd grew no dense
that the electrie cara were stopped.

The trouble was caused by the nt-
tempt of a drunkem woman to burn
down the old court-house.

About 6.30 o'clock this morning Po-
liceman James Kelly, of tha Fifteenth
Precinet, found Mary Walsh, of 67 Hunt-
ington street, drunk on Atlantic avenue,
Ehe was yelling at the toy of her volce,
It was with difficulty that she was
taken to the miation-houre.

Ehe was taken from the precinct-houre
to the court, arriving there about 7.1
o'clock. Clerk Joseph Mefiarry, Court
OMeer Quigley and Polleeman Bheedy,
of the Tenth Precinct, werv the only
ofMelaln prisent.

The woman was put in the woman's
pen, which s one of the vilest dens that
ever exinted In a clvilized community,
It 18 reskine with fith. The odor In
the place W sickening,

A little gtove in the pen serves Lo keep
the in @ from freezing 1o death,
Bophle Miller was in the pen when Mary
Whalsh was put in.

Bhortly aiter her arrival the new-comer
began to vell and made o horrible
racket, Bhe was gulet (% u moment
and them bSurst oul afresh. Thin time
Yier yvells were accompanled by cries of
fear trom Sophie Miller, and wt the same
time tiny streanmis of smoke lssued
through the eracks In the door,

OfMcer Quigley apened the door and saw
flames durting here and there nbout the
plice, Sophie Miller was huddied In one
corner and MNMuary Walsh was dancing
ahout the pluce Komnx and waving 2

-hot er. The foor was covered
with red-hot voals.

Aa soon as Mary eaw Quigley ahe
eprang at him with the poker, and made
a viclous blow at his face, It just missed
him, and Quigley jumped over the court
ralling and got Into clear spuce, The
woman ran out Into the court-room nfter
him, brandishi the hot poker.

Hy this time the fire In the pen had
gained conslderable headway. Beveral
policemen came Into the court-room and
manged to keep the woman from reach-
"ﬁ the street, while Clerk McGarry and
Mlicer Quigley extingulshed the flames
with buckets of water, They had to
work hard, and at one time It looked ns
ir ﬁl:; Fire Department would have to be
called.

1t took four or five pollcemen to get
the drink-crazed womnn under control.
Bhe war ant over (o the Third Precinct
Btatlon-Houge, but Sergt. MeGrath could
not take her in, Clerk McGarry then
sent for the Fifteenth Precinet patrol
wagon, and the woman was Mken back
1o the statlon-house, 1t was with great
difMloulty  that she was kept In the
wagon. Bhe will be arralgned to-mor-

row,

In the same pen where the fire occurred
this morning the flooring gave way last
week, nnd o woman prisoner nearly lost
her life. The pens and court-rooms are
in a horrible sanitary condition, although
the matter has been brought to the at-
tention of MHealth Commissioner Griffin
several times,
