Firebugs Apply tho Torch in
Many SeotionB of tho Oity.

Two Horses Burned In a Harlem
Stable and Building Gutted.

East Sltle Tenants Driven Out,
Panlc-Strlcke- n, by Flames.

Four fires, which the Klre ularshal Is
Inclined to believe were Incendiary,
broko out this morning. Two of them
were close together In Harlem. The
other two were on the east side.

Tho first fire was discovered Just after
1 o'clock In the one-sto- ry brick stable 211

nnd 2 Kast One Hundred and Fifteenth
street, which Is conducted by Charles
Funclc, and In which thirty horses were
stabled.

Tho neighing of the nnlmala first at-
tracted tho attention of a policeman,
who turned In an alarm. When the fire-
men arrived the fire had already gained
considerable headway. As the door was
broken open, a horse, belonging to G.
V. llobetts. a linker, nt 2153 Third ave
nue, feu In tho passageway. lt'H back
was so badly burnod that the animal
hud to he killed. Tho firemen devoted
their attention at first to getting the
horses out. lllankcts wcro put over their
heads, nnd twenty-eigh- t were, led out In
safety. One, however, was burned to
death before tho men could get to him.
This horse belonged to T. llosenburg, a
grocer nf One Hundred and Fifteenth
street nnd Lexington avenue.

It la thought that the fire, which
caused n dtmage of Jl.Ono, stnrted In thevery centro of the stable In the stall of
oni of tho horses. As thero was no-
body In the blinding at the time, and nino one had been In the stnble for several
hours pretlously, thn Flro Marshal's sus-
picions have been aroused.

The next flro was discovered one hour
later In home of Aglnolao Gulllorenzo,
nn Italian bmker, at 83S Fast Ono Hun-
dred and Fifteenth street. Tho latterwas awakened by the nole of tho en-
gines going to the stable tire. He arose
and went around the corner to see what
was burning. When he got back to his
home he smelled smoke. On Investiga-
tion ho found thnt the lock on his cel-
lar door lud been forced nnd the door
broken, t m entering he found the cellar
tilled with moke nnd a brisk blaze un-
der the cellar steps.

"POOR CIRLS."

In this age of drawing-roo- frippery,
when few managers would condescend
to look at a play that did not supply the
feminine members of their company
with opportunities for the display of
evening gowns the makers' names ad-

vertised on the programme it le refresh-
ing to come across an Interesting and
human drama like "Poor Girls," which
had Its first performance In English at
the American Theatre laBt nlght.The pro-

gramme gives the name of Guy de Mau-
passant as the author a proceeding that
has been vigorously denounced. It is not
necessary to get angry about it. It is,
of course, highly Improbable that the
lato Guy de Maupassant wrote "Poor
Girls," or wrote, In fact, anything that
could be presented on the American
stage. For De Maupassant had an un-

happy knack of saying what he thought.
New Yorkers dislike that, for thought Is
sometimes so uncomfortable, and It leads
you up to such dreadful subjects, don't
you know! Tho tone of New Tiork com-

ment has been much kinder to De Mau-
passant since he has been dead. Ergo:
If you want to make a hit In this city,
die.

"Poor Girls," I heard It hinted, was
put together by Herr Phlllpp, of the
Germanla Theatre, who adapted It from
various sources. It Is a moving drama,
occasionally marred by bathos, while
the episodes connected with the Etrlke
suggest somewhat glaringly "The Lost
Paradise," and are at times somewhat
cruelly flippant. The matter of the
poor girls two sisters absorbs one In
Itself. Deborah, the elder sister, has
gone wrong (and doesn't wear a black
dre&s): Ada, the younger, works at
home, unselfishly helping to support her

uncle, who Is In a con-

dition of chronic holiday prescribed by
the labor union. Herbert Blair, son of
tho millionaire manufacturer, falls In
love with Ada, but Deborah, who ar-

rives opportune'.-- , discovers In Blair
"the man who made me what I am."
In the third act Tom Osborne, who loves
Ada, attempts to shoot Blair, but De-

borah receives the shot. In the last act
these complications tire straightened out.

This rlay may not be a model of novel
construction from which the young dra-
matic Idea can be advised to copy. It,
however, goes to the heart convincingly,
for, strange to say, the heart is not In-

variably reached by "A Guide to the
Drama." "Poor Girls" Is a good play
for men and women to see. It tells a
good deal that is true: its vice Is proper-
ly punished, and it Isn't there Just to
parade Itself, as in the case of Mr.
Grundy's "Sowing the Wind." The
author of "Poor Girls" has made tho
betrayer suffer even more severely than
the betrayed, and that Is what all play-
wrights should do, even If by so doing
they have to sacrifice a conventionally
happy ending. The character of the

money-grabbin- g old "father Is an
exceedingly clever, thoughtful piece of
work considered from beginning to end.
The comedy supplied by the walking
delegates Is, perhaps, a trifle exaggerat-
ed. They suggest comlo opera, and re-

mind one of "Ermlnle."
Joseph Holland as Tom wat. scarcely at

home. He Is better In larce, with which
he has been associated for so long. J.
W. Shannon was capital as the old
father, and Miss Tyler as the erring sis-
ter was mos' effective. Miss Kitty
Cheatham gave a satisfactory Interpre-
tation of the part of Ada, and Mrs.
Iberle was her own admirable self, Frank

Mills was somewhat stagey as Herbert
Dlalr, and Miss Edna Wallace was ap-
propriately as common as a role as
Betsy, the factory girl.

The theatre In the first act was filled
with tho odor of frying nam a most un.
necessary bit of realism, and one tend-
ing towards nausea. Permit us, O

to imagino the frying of the
harn, or let it be served already fried,
with a line on the programme to the
effect that "this ham was positively
fried by Miss Cheatham." We will be-
lieve this unquestlonlngly.

Buckwheat Cakes.
In the first place be sure that you

select perfectly pure buckwheat, free
from grit; also free from adulterations
with rye. Put one quart of cold water Into 1
a small-necke- d stone or earthen Jar; add I
to It one tablespoonful of salt and three H
and three-quart- cups of buckwheat, 11
which will be a little less than a quart II
Beat well until perfectly smooth; then If
add half a compressed yeast cake, dls-- f
solved in half a cup of lukewarm water. ?

Mix well- - Place a saucer or plate over ' 1

the top of the Jar and let stand In a I
moderately warm place (about 65 degrees U

Fahr.) until morning. Dissolve half a I
teaspoonful of saleratus or soda in two I
tablospoonfuls of warm water. Btlr this
Into the batter; beat thoroughly, and
they are ready to bake. The soda Is
added, not to make the cake light, but
to correct a peculiar bitter taste that la
frequently found in buckwheat If in
the morning you should find the buck-
wheat mixture a little too thick add
water to make It the desired thickness.

Pnper-IInnire- rs' Paste.
A good paper-hanger- s' paste is made of

four pounds of fine wheaten flour mixed
with a small quantity of cold water,
thoroughly stirred; two ounces of pow
dered alum ore then added, and, when
dissolved, a gallon of boiling water.
When cool It may be thinned as desired
with cold water and used.

Orange Fritters.
To make the batter take three-quarte-

of a pound of sifted flour, a little salt
two yolks of eggs, and two ounces of
fresh butter, previously melted in a small
stew-pan- . To this add gradually about
half a pint of tepid water and stir the
whole together with a wooden spoon un-

til the batter has acquired the consistency
and appearance of thick cream. It may
then be put aside In the larder until
within half an hour of being wanted,
when the whites of two eggs well beaten
to a stiff froth should be incorporated
with it Prepare the oranges,
ones, peel them, divide Into quarters, re-

move the pips and then put them to
steep In a basin with a spoonful of sugar
and some grated rind of the orange.
Previous to frying the fritters drain the
pieces of orange from the syrup and
throw them into boiling lard. Sift pow-

dered sugar thickly over them and pass
a red-h- salamander over them or set
for a moment or two In a very hot
oven.
