A NEW BRIDQE BILL.

A new bridge bill has been drafted to
take tho place of the New York and
New Jersey Bridge bill vetoed by the
President. It will probably be acted

Benate.

The new bill Is carefully drawn. It
omits the provision authorizing the con-
struction of piers In the river, and meets
all the objections made by the Presi-
dent to the former bill.

It Is not easy to understand how any-
body can oppose a measure of such vast
Importance to the commerce of the
country, the Interests of the city of New
York, and the convenience and accom-
modation, of the public generally, on any
technical or trifling grounds. It Is to be
hoped that the new bill will be hurried
through Congress, the merits of the
matter having already been maturely
considered ond thoroughly discussed, and
that the Improvement, already too long
delayed, will bo started early this year.

FREE 8UQAR.

The House yesterday voted to abolish
all sugar bounties and all duties on
sugar, raw and refined. The "cleifn
sweep" was secured by Republican votes
and was 'ntended for mischief.

The sugar bounty was a part of the
Republican special legislation so sig-
nally condemned by the people In two
elections. It was a Job, and Is properly
to be swept away with other protective
and bounty schemes of plunder.

But It Is not yet certain whether the
country can afford to put sugar wholly
on the free list, or whether It will not
be necessary to Impose a tax sufficient
U. assist In making up the deficiency
In the revenue. Republican old ln amend-
ing a Democratic measure Is always to
oe looked upon with suspicion.
