MAIN TARIFF BILL READY.

Completed Measure Jocs to the
Printer

(By Associated Press )

WASHINGTON, Jan. 27.-- The Wilson
Tariff bill emerged y from the or-

deal of amendments to which It has
been subjected the last few weks. The
bill Is now In Its perfected form, so far
as the House can perfect It. The addi-
tional days of debate next week will be
Clven exclusively to the Income tax.

The Committee has sustained defeat on
two main Items sugar and the date of
inaugurating the free wool schedule. All
the other reverses are of a compara-
tively unimportant character.

On the other hand, the Committee has
been sustained on Iron ore, steel rails,
coal, tin plate, agricultural products,
cotton, salt, lumber and all the other
great staples.

Of the two material alterations sugar
and wool that on sugar Is of

consequence. The Committee had
gradually extinguished the sugar bounty
by taking a part off each sear for eight
J ears. But the radical anti-sug- ele-
ment succeeded In passing their nmend-
ment doing awny with the bountv at u
Ingle stroke. The radicals also amend- -

ed the bill so that refined sugar, as well
as raw, goes on the free list.

The wool amendment changes the bill
o that free raw wool and reduced duties

en manufactured woollens go Into effectu soon as the Tariff bill becomes a law.
The bill had fixed Aug 1 1894. as the
date for free raw wool to take effect

nd Dec. 1, 1S34, as the date for the re-
duced duties on manufactured woollens
Itut the radical element would accept
no delay.

The difference of four months between
free and raw wool and reduced duty on
manufactured wool, was original! given
In order to allow the trad to adjust
Itef to the change.

Among the lesser amendments made
re those raising the duties on diamonds

from 10 per cent, under the bill to 30 per
cent , and the specific repeal of the reci-
procityI clause of the McKlmej act. The
first of these was contrary to the wishes
of the Committee, but the bitter was
a Committee amendment. All the other
'hinges are of a verbal character or
of a technical value to specific Industries
