Johnny Kaiser Wants to Find
Out Who He Is.

Thinks He Win Kidnapped When a
Italic In Germany.

The slrnnre story of a boy, who claims

He goes by the name of Johnny Kaiser,

and lodges at the Newsboys' Lodglng-Hous-

8 Duane street, where he has
been for nbottt two weeks. He shows
more than ordlnnry Intelligence.

Johnny went to Police Headquarters
late yesterday afternoon. He was wet
lo the skin and shivering from the cold.
An "Evening World" reporter took the
lad to a restaurant, where he dried his
clothing nnd put away the Hr.t good
meal he had tasted for many days.

"I wnnt to find out who I am and
whether my parents are alive," sold he
tu the reporter, by way of Introduction.

"My niemoty only takes me back to
when I waa four years old, und lived In
Munich, (.erinuny, with a fnmlly named
Lulz 1 can only remember that I was
always beaten and It seems to
me now that I must have been kidnapped
from my real parents when a baby. The
people with whom I lived knew the story
of my birth, and hnrt the papers relating
to it mid Hie pictures of my father and
mother.

"These I never was allowed to see.
When I asked them about my parents
they told me that my father was dead
and that my mother was behind prison
bars and was a bad woman.

"When 1 was six years old a man
named Charles Sesslcr called at the Lutz
house one day. He .was on his wedding
tour. He saw me anil asked me which
I would prefer, a gold watch or to go to
America. I was glad lo get away rrom
Lutz, and came to America with the
Sesslers. We came here on the steamer
Hamburg. It was ten yearn ago, ami
we went to Philadelphia, where we lived
at 17SI Montgomery avenue. Sessler
kept a bookblndery, nnd he has now a
furniture business in Allentown, Pa.

"My whole life with them was one of
ciuel treatment. It seemed that they
wanted to k.ll'me I never got any thine
like other children. When eight yenrs
old one rivv 1 took a few pennies from
the house and bought some candy.

"For this I was sent to the House of
Hefuge Shortly atterwards I got out,
and was sent back again. Tne next
time I got out I ran awny.

"The Sesslers sent detectives after me
and I was sent back under the name of
Alficri Olbbons. I had belli known ns
Johnny mux. Why the name wan
changed I don't know. I only know that
while the) hated rue, they did not want
me to get beyond their reach.

"I was In the House of Hefuge eight
years, and while there received a good
lCngllsh education, but almost lost my
mother tongue.

"On Nov. L'f last I got out of the
Iloues uf Hefuge and went to Sessler'a.
The nbuse continued. About Jan. 10
Mrs. Sesslcr kicked tne downstairs, andput me out of the house. I then ran
anas and came to this city, and went
to the Newsboys' lodging-Hous- e.

"I began tu sell papers, and have saved
t'S lownrds getting money enough to go
to (Jeimnnv, that I may search for mv
parents mid Und out my name nnd who
I nm."

Johnny declnred thnt he never hadstolen anything besides the pennies
spent for cantlv. The Sesslers. accord-
ing to the Iwy. used to laugh at him
when he asked them to tell him who hewas

" 'Oh, your father Is nn nclor nnd your
mother was 11 ballet dancer.' they said
to me once." continued Johnny, "and
then they nfterwnrds showed me papers
and said that they would tell who 1

was."
The boy wepl ns he told his stnrv to

the police afterwards. The latter hesi-
tated at first to believe the tale, but
were dually convinced that Johnny was
telling; the truth. He cried bitterly din-
ing the relation of the story, and ex-
pressed more than usual coniern for a
