In support of the charges. Commis-
sioner Schllemann produced F. 11. King-
ler, who keeRs a saloon at Sumner ave-
nue and Broadway. He excitedly de-
scribed how Mr. Scofleld came to lilt
raloon one Sunday almost doubled In
two and said he had n severe attack of
colic.

Kingler told him to go to a druggist,
but finally, as Scofleld nppearcd to be
In great agony, he gave him some
whiskey.

After getting the glasi of whlkey
Kingler said he saw Scofleld pour it
into a bottle. He Miipected that the
man was "a temperance ?py," and
grabbed him by the throat, and, assisted
by his wife, Kingler took the bottle
from Scofleld nnd threw hltn out.

Mr. Scofleld was then cnllcd upon to
sustain his charges against Commis-
sioner Schllemnnn. He produced a Mr.

TO OFFSET THE INJUNCTION.

OcIib Has Changed flic Kntruiico to
Ills Intended Saloon.

William Denlthorne, nctlug us a tax-

Schllemann and John W. Cahlll, Excise
Commissioners, from granting a license
to Ernest Ochs to open a saloon at
De Kalb nnd Franklin avenues, Brook-
lyn.

ENNIS EXONERATED.

Justice Lnndon Orders tho Commis-
sioner Kelnstatcd.

Justice Landon.'of the Supreme Court,
Brooklyn, rendered an oral decision in
the matter of John Ennls, Fire Com-
missioner, against Mayor Schieren, at 11

o'clock this morning.
The Justice said In substance that the

evidence Introduced on the investigation
by the Mayor was Insufficient to warrant
Ennls's suspension; that he (Ennls) had
a perfect right to make the appointment
of the nine foremen nnd sixteen assist-
ant foremen, If he snw fit to do bo, but
that It would have been more courteous
on the part of the Commissioner to have
allowed the new Commissioner to have
made the appointments upon taking the
office, If he found such appointments
necessnry.

"I cannot see," said the Justice, "that
there was any Intention on the part of
Commissioner Ennls to waste the funds
of the city, and I therefore order his
reinstatement."

Fire Commissioner Ennls's term ex-
pires night. He will be suc-
ceeded bv Commissioner Wuerster.

Now that Commissioner Ennln Is re-

stored to ofllce It was expected that Fire
Chief Nevlns would hand In his oppllca-tio- n

to be retired on half pay. In this
event Commissioner Ennls would be at
liberty to appoint his successor.

At 1 o'clock this afternoon it was said
that Commissioner Ennls had left Fire
Headquarters nt 10 o'clock this morning,
and was not expected to return
Chief Nevlns was absent at a fire In
South Brooklyn.

TUnNTON. N. J., Jan. 30. Notwith-
standing the fact that the deadlock be-

tween the Democratic hold-ove- r Sena-
tors nnd the ltcj ublican Senators-elec- t
Is still on, the latter In conjunction with
the House of Assembly has stttled down
to btiflnesa. Last night the lloii'o gJt
Its chopplnit-bloc- k in working order and
a number of the heads of Democratic
ofuce-holder- s dropped Into Hie basket
before they adjourned.

The Itepubllcnn Senators do not ap-
pear to be any way put out because tho
Demorrats have possession of the Senate
Chamber, for 11 way up In one corner of
the long corridor leading to the Assem-
bly Chamber Is a small ctimmltte-room- ,
fitted up with 11 few desks and chairs,
In which they will transact business.

The Republicans Intend to hi lug mat- -
ters to a bend by the early part of next
week nnd have the deadlock question
settled out of the courts, If possible.
That Is their leason for passing so many
bills repealing the partisan
measures of the Democrats.

It will tnke the Senate but an hour or
two to pass the bills and by to-

morrow they will be In the hinds of the
Governor, who has five days to consider
them.

Vetoes are expected on each bill
passed, and In this event they will nil
ii" passed again and taken to the Secre-
tary of State, who, It Is s'tld, will receive
them.

The Republicans have been talking of
thlB plan for the past three weeks, but
have only Jut put It In operation, trust-
ing thnt the Democratic Senators would
give In.

I'nless something Is settled soon the
State will find Its Judlcliry In a mud-- 1

died condition, as the terms of the Chan-
cellor and two Supreme Court Justices
expire next month, and as Ion? ns the
trouble continues their successors cannot
be appolnteJ.

Tho plan of the Democrats to carry
the Senate deadlock Into the courts for
settlement by means of quo warranto
proceedings has evidently received n set-
back.

The office of Comptroller has a numbrr
of aspirants, chief among whom Is Will-
iam I. Hancock, of Mercer, who nt the
present time appears to be the favorite
one.
