Moore
was accompanied to court by Mitchell,
Dr. John A. DoughiTtv, of I'hlladelphla,
who Iiuj a piuchant for the society of
pugilist, ami l.iwjer O'ltellly, all of
wlnm were fellow pasiengtis of Moore
In the car whrn the fracn occurred

The party, with a horde of admirer),
