Meediog from Woundn.

Blond coming from an artery is bright
red and flows in jeis; to checlk the hemor-
rhage apply a tourniquet (tight ban-
dage) betwesn the wound and the heart,
or pressure directly cver the wound. If
one is famillar with the locatlon of the
arterieés. a serlous hemorrhage from the
leg or foot may be checked Ly compress-
ing the artery In the groin; & asmorrhage
from the hand or nim by comprossing
the brachial artery on the Inner nide
of the upper arm. Blood coming from
a veln In dark and flaws sieadliy; apply
the pressure over the wound or on the
slde furtheat from the hcart. In all
cases of hemorrhags the injured part
should ba elevated and the persaon kept
very quiet. Cold applications will often
be all that Is necesasry to stop a lght
hamorrhage,
