Now Thorn Has Dutton Arrested
on a Charge of Swindling.

Persuaded to Advance the Money

on Worthless Security.

Trro Women Figure In tho Finan-
cial Transaction.

Htephen A. Dutton. of 77 Cedar street,
Is a prisoner In the Ludlow Stnet Jail,
In default of I2.&00 ball upon a warrant
iistied by Judge Pryor In the Court of
Common Pleas, charged with Inning de-

frauded Llppmnn Thorn, a cigar denier,
of 210 Greenwich street out of J4,0i.

In his complaint Thorn alleges thnt he
was made the dupe of a shrewd schemer.
It appears that two women, one known
as MrB. Knight and the other as Lizzie
Delebarre, are connected with the al-

leged fraud.
Mr. Thorn says that for aeverul years

he hes been In the cigar business ami
has saved J4.000. On July 10, 1R31, Dut-
ton, who was one of hlH customers, ap-
proached him and told him he hail a
scheme by which both could make some
money.

He said that a Mri. Knight, who owned
the Cutter Marble Company, a wealthy
organization, wna In need of 33,000 with
which to pny the employees of the firm.
She would give her note for J3,W0 and
eight shares of stock in the Company as
security.

Thorn, who was not acquainted with
legal deallngH, agreed to the scheme
on July 17, guve Dutton 33,000 In cash.

One meek later Dutton again came
around and snld he had "another good
thing." He snld another woman who
owned stock In the Orange Island and
Phosphate Company, of Florida, was
anxious to borrow 32.M0 for one yenr
ami would give her stock In the Com-
pany ns security. Dutton needed $1,000
more to complete the loan.

Again Thorn yielded and gave the
necessary 31,000. receiving In return an
acknowledgment signed liy one Lizzie
Delebnne.

When the Cutter note fell due It was
not met. Thorn then became suspicious,
and upon Investigation learned that while
the Cutter Marble Company was In exist-
ence, he alleges, its bonds were of little
value. Neither can he find any trace of
Mrs. Knight.

He then Inquired about the Orange
Island and Phosphate Company, and to
his surprise learned that no such

ever Incorporated nder the
laws of Florida. Lizzie Delebarre, he
says, Is an employee In Duton's office at
77 Cedar street
i .Felix. Jelllnlk, of 18 Wall street,
Thorn's lawyer, made an uflldavlt that
he demanded the money from Dutton,
but the latter told him he had used the
money personally when pressed by the
recent hard times, and that he had no
money to pay the notes.

Dutotn says Mrs. Knight had an office
at 13, 15 or 17 Broadway, but there Is
no such person to be found at either of
those addresses.
