Mr. Howe Now Claims .Wealthy
Mr. Woodruff Was tho Writer.

Incidents of a Family Hovr Detailed
In Court.

The suit for !K,000 damaiies brought
by llhamar Howe, of Iloslon,
of the Jlegnntlc Fish und Game Club,
against Isaac O. Woodruff, a wealthy
dealer In physicians' supplies, of E8

Maiden lane, fot alienation of Mrs.
Howe's affections, was begun this fore-
noon before Justice Ingraham and a
Jury.

The plaintiff testified that hs was
married Oct. K, 13S7. In Lowell, Mass.
He offered a duplicate .of the original
certificate of marriage, saying he had
lost the original, nnd despite the objec-
tion of the defendant's attorney the
Court admitted It.

Howe said Woodruff met Mrs. Howe at
the MegHittic olub-hous- e In the Summer
of 1811, and always knew her and spoke
of her as Mrs. Howe. He referred to
nn Invitation extended by Woodruff to
himself and wife lo visit New York, and
added that his wife enme to New York,
leaving Uuston on New Year's Day, 1S91,

and remalnlnK In this city about three
weeks. The plaintiff also testified thnt
he believed defendant nnd Mrs. Howe
took frequent trips to Philadelphia while
she was on the visit to New York. Howe
was steward of the Club until early In
189.', when he was dropped It developed
that Howe began the action originally In
March. 189.'.

Howe and his wife quarrelled In Au-
gust, 1891, antl separated about a month
later.

Lawyer O'Reilly offered a letter
claimed to have been written by Wood-
ruff to .Mrs. Howe.

The letter Is addressed to "My Jolly
Little Olrl," and cnutions her not to
worry about "that little amount." The
writer refers to a trip lo Philadelphia,
and wIsheR he had another. He speaks
of having missed her exceedingly, nnd
said his walks on perfect moonlight
nights were very lonely and dull with-
out her.

Pictures taken by Conly are spoken of.
The writer tells her to write to him Justns though she were talking to him, and
n reference is made to an arrangement
he hud made for the following Hummer
(1891). The writer ends by Baying he is
"thinking of the past and hoping for thefuture," and signs himself "Ono."

Lawyer Taylor, for the defendant, do-nl-

that his client ever wrote such aletter
Howe said he Hllowed his wife to have

a copy of the letters referred to nfterthey had quarrelled over It. He addeh
that even nfter the quarrel he made up
with his wife and they lived together
11 gain.

Another letter was submitted by law-yers for the plaintiff. It was dated Dec.
23, 1S90. and signed I. O. Woodruff. It
referred to how he prevailed upon the
directors of the Club to make Mrs. Howe
a little present, which the writer had
the pleasure of Inrloslng.

A th'rd letter, dated New York, Jan.
