SAVE LIBERTY LIGHT.!

Pilots Say It Is a Great Help to

Navigation.

It Can Be Soon When Other Lights
Are Obscured.

hecrctnry Carlisle Proposes to Abolish
It on (.rounds of Kcomiiny.

The report fiom Washington y

that Secretin v Carlisle has recommended
to the Appropriation Committee or Con-
gress that. In the Interest of economy,
the light on the Statue of Liberty shall
he extinguished, has aroused a general
feeling of Indignation throughout the
city. It wns declared that If such n
plan were carried out It would be a
shame and disgrace to the National
Government.

According to the report, Secretary Car-
lisle says Hid Lighthouse Hoard regards
the light as of no Importance as nn aid
to unvlgntlon- - that the appropriation for
the support of llghthous, even with the
severest ccononi), Is Insufllclent, und
that the expenditure of nearly tlO.noo a
J ear for the maintenance of the statue
us a, lighthouse should be saved.

As tne pllos ot the harbor are the
best Judge of the usefulness of the
Staten Light, an "livening World" re-
porter looked up a number of them this
morning, and Interviewed them on thesubject.

The llrst peison seen was Copt, William
H. Hilton, one of the Pilot Commission.

"This sort of economy," he said,
"nukcri me tired. Put out the Liberty
light I Why, jou'll have New Yorkets up
lu arms lu an Instant If such a thing Is
suggested. They won't stand It.

"As for Its usefulness. I know that the
pilots of New York harbor could not
get along without It now It Is cer-
tainly a very valuable beacon, and
should be innlutiilned, by all means.

"Hut there Is another consideration
which Is Just as Important, anil that
Is the sentiment connected with the
statue. It would certainly lie n most
discourteous act towards the great re-
public which has given us this monu-
ment to ever neglect It In such a man-
ner as Is proposed."

dipt. 11. L caver, one of the ollest
New York pilots, said,

"Lilerty light Is one of the most vulu-ubl- e

In the harbor now, nnd we are all
tuklng our bearings by It. Sometimes It
Is the only light that can be seen from
the lower buy, nnd It Is especially valu-
able In making the turn nt the monu-
ment laying our course up the bay when
the Highland lights nre obscured by
thick weather.

"It Is also Invaluable as a mark for
tho aiKihorn&e srouiid In the upper hur-bo- r,

and I don t see how wo could get
along without It now."

"J have fieen Liberty light ten miles
down the const In clear weather," said
Pilot Ivan Vun Albert, "and It has
often been the only guide In navigating
the upper bay and harbor, when there
Is n low lying fog that obscures the other
lights. In lart, you can almost nlwas
sen Liberty light, and to take It away
now would cause Inconvenience and trou-
ble among all the pilots."

Pilot John Canvln said that for tows
coming down the river Liberty light was
about tho only "bearing that captains
could steer safely by.

"In fact," he salu, "no have become
so used to the beacon both In coming
up nnd going down the harbor that we
would have to change our system of
reckoning almost entirely If we were
deprived of It."

In the office of the New ,Ierey pilots,
at 15 State street, there was a loud out-
cry against the proposed extinguishing
of Liberty light.

"We all awtn It," said one old gray-beaide- d

seaman, "for It has made navi-
gation In the harbor and thelovver bay
absolutely safe and easy, and It has
saved many u brush on Craven shoal "

Lieutenant-Commande- r Delehantv, the
Supervisor of the Port, whose office Is
In the Army Hulldlng, thought that the
saving of $10,000 wns a contemptibly
small matter In comparison with the
great value of Liberty Statue as a har-
bor light, to say nothing of the senti-
mental side of the nuestlon.

At the Maritime Fxchange the gen-
eral opinion of the proposed dousing of
Liberty's glim was that Congress was
not likely to listen to such a suggestion,
and that the New York representatives
owed It to their constituents to see that
no such Indignity wis offered, to the
guardian goddess of New York Harbor.

Dennis ,T. Huckley, Inspector of elec-
tion in the Klghteeuth Llictlou District
of the Second Assembly District, cou-vlct-

of iccelvlng fraudulent votes, was
sentenced by Justice Harrett. In tho
Court of 0.r nnd Terminer, this morn-
ing to one eir's nt In the
lilac kwell's Island Penitentiary nnd to
pay a line of J'i00.

Justice ltatrett'a remarks In sentenc-
ing Huckley weie partlculiily pointed
and they are repioduced htra In lull tor
the benellt of the other election olllceis
who ate yet lo be tried.

The Justice told all offenders prac-- 1

t'.cally that If thev wete guilty they
would do well to plead guilty and thus
entitle themselves to such mere ns the
Court might deal out, for Col. Fellows
anil the Couit weie going to convlc
them if It was In tlieh power..

Said Justice Uartlett:
"1 cannot but think, Huckley, that vou

were not well advised In occupying two
dnvs" precious time of the Court in the
trial of u cne lu which you were sub-
stantially defenseless, even on our own
r honing ou would hsve hail n very
much better opportunity of presenting
claims for Judicial clemency If you hail
simply pleaded guilty and thrown youi-se- lf

upon the mercy of the Court.
"Your offense was reullv the most

flagrant of all the offenses tlmt have
been tried here1, and yit the law, owing
to some Inadvertence, hah made the of-
fense of pei mitt lug lepeatlng a most
heinous eilme under the Hullot law --
a misdemeanor, when It might v i II
have been it felony You ccitulnly de-
serve more severe punishment than
Diinphv, who was guilty or llagrant neg-
lect of duty -- perverse neglect ot duty --

In allowing people who weie not Mil 'I
to vole contrary to law nnd take people
with them Into the booth.
